1.03.005 CREATION OF PLANNING COMMISSION, NUMBER OF MEMBERS, APPOINTMENT.  The Planning Commission shall consist of eight (8) members, each to be appointed by the Governing Body.  Seven (7) members of said Commission shall be residents of Tremonton City and owners of real property within Tremonton City.  At least five (5) of these eight (8) members shall hold no other public office or position within Tremonton City.  The eighth (8) member of the Planning Commission shall be appointed from among members of the Governing Body by the Governing body, as an ex-officio and non-voting member of the Planning Commission. The Chairperson of the Planning Commission shall be a voting member.

1.03.010 TERM OF OFFICE.   
A)  The terms of the appointed members of the Planning Commission, with the exception of the Governing Body ex-officio Member, shall be three (3) years, and until their respective successors shall have been appointed, except that the terms of appointment shall be such that the terms of two (2) members shall expire each year.  The ex-officio member from the Governing body shall serve at the pleasure of the Governing Body.  The Planning Commission existing at the time of passage of this Ordinance shall continue to serve, and the terms of its members shall be fixed by the Governing Body in such a manner as to comply with the above provisions for staggering terms of service.
B) Quorum.  Four (4) voting members of the Planning Commission shall constitute a Quorum.
C) Voting.  The minimum number of “yes” votes by voting members of the Planning Commission to approve any application, approve any recommendation, or to take any other action by the Planning Commission shall be four (4).

1.03.015  COMPENSATION.  The members of the Planning Commission shall serve as such without compensation, except that the Governing Body shall provide for the reimbursement of the members of the Planning Commission for actual expenses incurred, upon presentation of proper receipts and vouchers.

1.03.020 VACANCIES AND REMOVALS FOR CAUSE.  Vacancies of appointed members occurring otherwise than through the expiration of terms shall be filled for the remainder of the unexpired term by appointment of the Governing Body.  The Governing Body shall have the right to remove any member of the Planning Commission for misconduct and may remove any member for non-performance of duty.  Unexcused absences from three (3) consecutive regular meetings of the Planning Commission may be considered by the Governing Body as non-performance of duty.
1.03.025 CHAIRPERSON. The Planning Commission shall elect from its members a Chairman, whose term shall be for one year.

1.03.030  EMPLOYERS.   The Planning Commission shall have power and authority to employ experts and a staff, and to pay such expenses as may be reasonable and necessary for carrying out the powers hereinafter set forth, but not in excess of such sums as may be appropriated by the Governing Body and/or which may be placed at the disposal of the Planning Commission by gift or otherwise.

1.03.035 RULES AND REGULATIONS.   The Planning Commission shall adopt such rules and regulations governing its procedures as it may consider necessary or advisable, and shall keep record of its proceedings, which record shall be open to inspection by the public at all reasonable times.

1.03.040  PLANNING COMMISSION TO ADOPT MASTER PLAN.   It shall be the function of the Planning Commission to make and adopt a Master Plan for the physical development of the territory within Tremonton City, in accordance with state law.  (See Utah Code Annotated 10-9a.)

1.03.045 GENERAL PURPOSES IN MAKING MASTER PLAN.   In the preparation of a Master Plan, the Planning Commission shall make careful and comprehensive surveys and studies of the existing conditions and probable future growth of the territory within its jurisdiction.  The Master Plan shall be made with the general purpose of guiding and accomplishing a coordinated, adjusted and harmonious development of Tremonton City which will, in accordance with present and future needs and resources, best promote the health, safety, morals, order, convenience, prosperity, or the general welfare of the inhabitants, as well as efficiency and economy in the process of development including, among other things, such distribution of population and of the uses of land for urbanization, trade, industry, habitation, recreation, agriculture, arboretum and other purposes, as will tend to create conditions favorable to health, safety, transportation, prosperity, civic activities and recreational, education and cultural opportunities; will tend to reduce the wastes of physical, financial, or human resources which result from either excessive congestion or excessive scattering of population; and will tend toward an efficient and economical utilization, conservation and production of the supply of food and water, and of drainage, sanitary and other facilities and resources.

1.03.050 METHOD OF ADOPTING MASTER PLAN.   The Planning Commission may adopt the Master Plan as a whole by a single resolution or, as the work of making the Master Plan progresses, may from time to time adopt a part or parts thereof, any such part to correspond generally with one or more of the functional subdivisions of the subject matter which may be included in the Plan.  The Planning Commission may from time to time amend, extend or add to the Plan, or carry any part of it into greater detail.  The adoption of the plan or any part, amendment, extension or addition shall be by resolution carried by the affirmative votes of not less than a majority of the entire membership of the Planning Commission and, after full hearing shall have been thereon, after notice of such hearing shall have been given as required by law.  The resolution shall refer expressly to the plans and descriptive matter by the identifying signature of the Chairman of the Planning Commission.  The Master Plan shall be available for public inspection in the office of the Planning Commission at all reasonable times.


After adoption of the Master Plan, the Planning Commission shall certify the adopted Master Plan, or part thereof, to the Governing Body for its consideration and adoption.

1.03.055   ZONING - RIGHT TO REGULATE.   The Planning Commission shall make a zoning plan or plans for zoning all of the territory within the municipality, including both the full text of the zoning resolution or resolutions and the maps, and representing the recommendations of the Planning Commission for the regulation by districts or zones of the location. Heights, bulk and size of buildings and other structures, percentage of lot which may be occupied, the size of lots, courts, and other spaces, the density and distribution of population, the location and use of buildings and structures for trade, industry, residence, recreation, public activities or other purposes, and the uses of land for trade, industry, recreation or other purpose will be regulated.

1.03.060 PLANNING COMMISSION TO CERTIFY ZONING TO THE GOVERNING BODY FOR PUBLIC NOTICE.  The Planning Commission shall certify a copy of the plan or plans for zoning all or any part of the territory within Tremonton City or any adopted part or amendment thereof, or addition thereto, to the Governing Body.  After receiving the certification of said zoning plan or plans from the Planning Commission and before adoption of the Ordinance, the Governing Body shall hold a public hearing thereon, the time and place of which notice shall be given in accordance with state law.  Such notice shall state the place at which the text and/or map so certified by the Planning Commission may be examined.  No substantial change in or departure from the text or map so certified by the Planning Commission shall be made unless such change or departure be first submitted to the certifying Planning Commission for its approval, disapproval or suggestions, and if disapproved, shall receive the favorable vote of not less than a majority of the membership of the Governing Body.  The Planning Commission shall have thirty (30) days from and after such submission within which to send its report to the Governing Body.  In the event that no report is submitted to the Governing Body within the time herein specified, the approval of the Planning Commission shall be presumed. 

1.03.065 TRAFFIC ADVISORY BOARD. The Planning Commission shall act as the City Traffic Advisory Board.

1.03.070 CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS. The Planning Commission shall hear and decide Conditional Use Permits as required per Title I and Title II of the Tremonton City code.
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
