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OFF-STREET PARKING REQUIREMENTS
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1.09.005 OFF-STREET PARKING REQUIRED.    At the time any building or structure is erected or enlarged or increased in capacity or any use is established, there shall be provided off-street parking spaces for automobiles in accordance with the following requirements, or as otherwise required by conditional use permit.

1.09.010 SIZE.  The dimensions of each off-street parking space, exclusive of access drives or aisles, shall be at least ten (10) feet by twenty (20) feet for diagonal and ninety-degree spaces; and ten (10) feet by twenty-two (22) feet for parallel spaces. Consideration may be given to areas where a nine (9) foot wide space will not affect the intent of the parking area or number of required spaces. Compact spaces eight (8) feet by fifteen (15) feet may be used but will not count as part of the total number of required parking spaces.
1.09.015 ACCESS TO INDIVIDUAL PARKING SPACE.  Except for single-family and two-family dwellings, direct access to each parking space shall be from a private driveway and not from a public street.  All parking spaces shall have independent access not blocked by another parking space or other obstacle.

1.09.020   ACCESS REQUIREMENTS.  Adequate ingress and egress to and from all uses shall be provided as follows:

A. Residential Lots.  For each residential lot:  not more than two driveways.


1. Not more than two (2) driveways shall be used for each eighty (80) feet of frontage on any street.
2. No two (2) of said driveways shall be closer to each other than twelve (12) feet, and no driveway shall be closer to a side property line than five (5) feet.

3. No driveway shall be closer to a street intersection from property line than twenty (20) feet.

B.  Other Than Residential Lots. Access shall be provided to meet the following requirements:
1. Not more than two (2) driveways shall be used for each eighty (80) feet of frontage on any street.
2. No two (2) of said driveways shall be closer to each other than twelve (12) feet, and no driveway shall be closer to a side property line than three (3) feet.


3. Each driveway shall be not more than thirty-five (35) feet wide, measured at right angles to the center line of the driveway, except as increased by permissible curb return radii.  The entire flare of any return radius shall fall within the right-of-way.

4. No driveway shall be closer than ten (10) feet to the point of intersection of two property lines at any corner as measured along the property line, and no driveway shall extend across such extended property line.

5. On a street where there are no curbs or gutters, all driveways shall be well marked and protection provided for the entire length of the frontage exclusive of the driveways as per approved plans.

C. Landscaping.  Each parking lot shall be adequately landscaped to comply with a plan approved by the Planning Commission and such landscaping shall be permanently maintained.

D. Lighting. Lights shall be provided to illuminate parking areas required by this chapter. Lighting used to illuminate any parking lot shall be arranged to reflect the light away from adjoining residential premises and from street traffic. 
1.09.025 NUMBER OF PARKING SPACES  REQUIRED.    Based upon net useable space, The minimum number of off-street parking spaces shall be as follows:

	1 space for each 4 seats or 1 for each 100 sq. ft. of floor area.

	Retail Stores.
	1 space for each 250 sq. ft. of floor area.

	Schools, all
	1 space for each employee and 1 space for each 3 students of driving age.

	Shopping Centers and Malls
	1 space for each 250 sq. ft. of floor area or as determined by conditional use permit.

	Stadiums, sports arenas, and other public assembly.
	1 space for each 4 seats or 1 space for each 100 sq. ft. of floor area.

	Swimming pools, commercial and public.
	1 space for each 10 persons based on capacity load.

	Theaters
	1 space for each 4 seats based on design capacity of the structure.

	Wholesale, warehouses, manufacturing, and Industrial uses.
	As determined by Land Use Authority. But in no case fewer than 1 space for each employee projected for the highest employment shift.

	All other uses not listed above.
	As determined by Land Use Authority.


1.09.030   LOCATION OF OFF-STREET PARKING. Off-street parking shall not be allowed in required front yard setbacks except by determination of the Land use Authority and in areas where the character of the street and general landscaping will not be adversely affected.

1.09.035   MAINTENANCE OF PARKING LOTS.  Every parcel of land used as a public or private parking lot shall be developed and maintained in accordance with the following requirements:


A. Surfacing.  Each off-street parking lot shall be surfaced with an asphaltic or concrete or other binder pavement and permanently maintained so as to provide a dustless surface.  The parking area shall be so graded as to dispose of all surface water.  If such water is to be carried to adjacent streets, it shall be piped under sidewalks.


B. Screening. The sides and rear of any off-street parking lot which adjoins an area which is to remain primarily residential shall be screened from such area by a masonry wall or solid visual barrier fence not less than four (4) nor more than six (6) feet in height.
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
