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1.15.005   PURPOSE

A.   Rural Residential District RR-1.  The purpose of providing a rural residential district are: to promote and preserve in appropriate areas conditions favorable to large-lot family life, the keeping of limited numbers of animals and fowl, and reduced requirements for public utilities, this district is intended to be primarily residential in character and protected from encroachment by large commercial and industrial uses.  Minimum lot size: one (1) acre.

B. Residential District R1-20.  To provide areas for very low density, single-family residential neighborhoods of essentially spacious and uncrowded character.


C.  Residential District R1-15.  Same as R1-12.


D. Residential District R1-12.  To provide areas for low density, single-family residential neighborhoods of spacious and uncrowded character.


E. Residential Districts R1-8 and R1-10.  To provide areas for medium low-density, single-family residential neighborhoods where low and medium costs of development may occur.


F.  Multiple Residential District RM-7.  To provide areas for
low residential density with the opportunity for varied housing styles and character.


G. Multiple Residential District RM-15.  To provide areas for medium residential density with the opportunity for varied housing styles and character.

1.15.010 CODES AND SYMBOLS.  In following sections of this chapter, uses of land or buildings which are allowed in various districts are shown as "permitted uses," in the appropriate column, or as "conditional uses,"  in the appropriate column.  If a use is not allowed in a given district, it is either not named in the use list or it is indicated in the appropriate column by a dash, “-”, "not permitted."  If a regulation applies in a given district, it is indicated in the appropriate column by a numeral to show the linear or square feet required, or by the letter "A."  If the regulation does not apply, it is indicated in the appropriate column by a "-."

1.15.015   USE REGULATIONS.  No building, structure or land shall be used and no building or structure shall be hereafter structurally altered, enlarged or maintained in the residential and multiple-residential districts, except as provided in this Code. 

All building and parking area lighting is to be arranged so that there will be no glare there from to the occupants of adjoining  property. Including public right-of-ways.
