Minutes for Meeting of June 10, 2009

Meeting opened at 0901 hours with Kevin Christensen asking for approval of minutes from last month’s meeting. A motion was made by Janet Bass and 2nd by Laron Woods.
Kevin thanked Dorene for hosting the meeting today and mentioned that Dorene would give a short overview of the new hospital and a tour after the meeting for anyone interested.

Kevin brought up the recent earthquakes centered around Tremonton, asking if any of the businesses present did anything post earthquake. Dorene said the hospital did a walk through checking the systems and engineering checked on anything structural. Laron said if it is a large quake, they would do a roll call on the radio. Jay Munns noted that Garland is concerned about the canal breaching as the ground is very saturated right now. Kevin Potter said there were lots of call into Dispatch, but no damages reported. State:

Kimberly passed out the Fact Sheet. NIMS training needs to be finished by October 1st. Next year the federal government’s new website will be launched to replace NIMSCAST. Everything will be incorporated into one website. The Pre Disaster Mitigation Grant application period opened June 1st, with a deadline of the first week in November. Two conferences to make note of: 10th Annual Intermountain Hazardous Materials Conference, August 11-13 at the Provo Marriot, and the 2009 Public Officials Conference “Emergency Management – The Amazing Race” October 26-27 at the Zermatt in Midway.
Health Department:

Kevin Christensen noted that Randy Wilde has suffered a knee injury and will be back to work soon. On the pandemic front, June 1st through June 8th saw 31 new cases a day for H1N1. On a positive note, school is out so the kids are not mixing as much. It is still world wide and growing. If the H1N1 gets mixed with the H5N1, things will change rapidly. Please review your pandemic flu plans. 

Homeland Security:

Kevin Potter said there was a meeting with Homeland Security Region 1. When the grant is finished, it will be submitted to the State. In a few months, we will know the outcome.
HazMat Team:

Jerry Peterson said there will be an OPS class, WMD level, starting in September, running through mid October. It will be taught at the EMS building and there will be a cost. It is open to all and there will be more info to come.

Kevin Potter said in reference to the recent dynamite incident, the bomb squad will come out and take care of anything resembling dynamite and please don’t try to take care of it yourself. It is absolutely free of charge, just give Dispatch a call.
Mike Nelsen said Brigham City recently received a grant, which is being used for a drop-off box for prescription drugs, due to the increase in prescription drug overdoses in our county. The drop-off box has been installed in Brigham’s City Hall, where prescriptions can be dropped off. The contents will be taken to the Davis County Burn Plant.
Mike also said the Utah Bar Young Lawyers Division will be in Brigham City on Saturday, July 11, 2009, for Wills for Heroes, a service to all sworn personnel and first responders in.  Wills for Heroes is a free service that provides Wills, Living Wills, Health Care and Financial Powers of Attorney to our first responders and their spouses/partners. Starting at 11:00 a.m. and ending at 5:00 p.m., volunteer lawyers, witnesses and notaries will be available. Each appointment will last approximately one hour, which includes preparing your estate documents, signing the documents before a witness, and having your estate documents notarized. The event will take place at the Emergency Services Building, 420 W Forest Street, Brigham City. Schedule your appointment early. If interested, contact Lt.
