Cyndi Peterson, from Pioneer Care Center said they can take up to 10 patients at the center in the event of a disaster, if they don’t have to evacuate and the patients are not serious. The other Brigham City nursing home can take 10 also.

Mike Nelsen reported on the new radio station at 1610 AM, which has a 24 hour loop for emergency and safety messages.
