Minutes for Meeting of Sept 8, 2010

Burke Nelson opened the meeting at 0901 and asked for approval of last month’s minutes. A motion was made by Janet Bass and 2nd by Mark Crane, with all voting in favor. 
Burke mentioned there would be no Union Pacific presentation today as the representative was busy, so we will try for next month or the month after. 
October is election month for LEPC. The Committee will be voting for a private entity to fill the Vice-Chair position for the next 12 months. Brigham City PD Lieutenant Mike Nelsen will be the new LEPC Chair.

Kevin Potter reminded the group that the LEPC money needs to be spent by the end of this month. The Committee decided that a GIS map with Tier II facilities and hazard perimeters would be useful. Chad Montgomery and the GIS Dept will be creating the map.  Kevin Christensen said we should put together a sub-committee with members from the private sectors, hazmat, health dept, etc., to sit down and map out everything from the Tier II report. Jim Hess, Mark Crane and Janet Bass expressed interest in helping.
Greg Martz said the fire season has been slow. There was a contained burn at the river bottoms recently that got away. It ended up taking out some D.O.T. barriers and 42 posts. Some of our hazmat members went south to the Hazmat IQ class and Greg recently attended the National GD Cadaver class with other members.

Josh Greer said it has been slow on hazmat incidents and the health dept will have 2 more techs in the next few weeks.

Kevin Christensen said that the Health Dept has been working on their communication, striving for better reception with radios, channels, etc. They will be putting together a communication plan within our BRAGG region.

Jay Munns and Kimberly Giles talked with the State about the 2012 EMI earthquake class at the National Fire Academy and putting together a consideration proposal. Our County would be taking 75 to 80 participants and the proposal needs to be in to the State by January 2011.
Jim Hess said Tremonton just had 12 individuals test with fire ops. Also, on Sept 25th Tremonton will be having a hazmat drill with the hospital participating. Dorene said the hospital will be training with the decontamination trailer at the same time and working with the staff in their communication center.

Mike Nelsen said that Saturday, September 25, 2010 is the National Take-Back Initiative
The DEA will coordinate with state and local law enforcement agencies to remove potentially dangerous controlled substances from our nation’s medicine cabinets. Collection will take place from 10:00 a.m. through 2:00 p.m. at Smith’s in Brigham City.  The public can surrender expired, unwanted, or unused pharmaceutical controlled substances and other medications for destruction. The program is anonymous.
