Minutes for Meeting of October 13, 2010

Burke Nelson opened the meeting at 0904 and asked for approval of last month’s minutes. A motion was made by Greg Martz and 2nd by Jay Munns, with all voting in favor. 
October is election month for LEPC Vice Chair. We will vote as soon as everyone has had a chance to get to today’s meeting (train blocking tracks).
Kimberly Giles is at the Ready Your Business Conference today, Kevin Potter is attending training, and Commissioner VanDyke has budget hearings today. Kathy Conrad passed around the UDPS Fact Sheet and noted that the EMPG reimbursement has been turned in. There is a copy here if anyone would like to review it.

Greg Martz said the fire season has continued to be slow. There was a car fire in the gravel pit by the shooting range. There were 2 hazmat callouts in the last week. One was an oil spill in the canal by Jim & Dave’s. It looked as if the oil had been poured so they are investigating. The other was a tractor trailer which lost approximately 70 gallons of diesel at the Corinne rest area.
Kevin Christensen passed around the Public Health Emergency Guide, a pocket guide with web links, etc. If you would like more, contact Kevin. Also, the GIS map project is coming along. Chad Montgomery and his intern are working on it and will get with Cassie from the Fire Marshal’s office to help input the Tier II data. When it is finished, Kevin will demo the layered map at one of our LEPC meetings. The security issues as far as who will be able to view the information has yet to be decided.
Jay Munns said that Kimberly Giles needs a hazmat analysis from each city for the 2012 EMI earthquake class that is in the works. It was noted that Zack Covington of Bear River Assoc. of Governments should have all that information. Jay said our county’s application will be submitted around the end of this month or beginning of November, and we will know if we have been accepted by March or April of 2011.
Ray Strong said the Annual Weber Peer Exchange will be on January 5, 2011 at Ogden Regional Hospital. Any donations for door prizes can be brought to the next LEPC meeting or dropped with Kathy at the Sheriff’s Office. When asked what subjects members were interested in hearing about at the Peer Exchange, Kevin Christensen mentioned Union Pacific RR. If you have any more suggestions, please contact Ray, or reply to the email these minutes were attached to and Kathy will forward them to Ray.
Dave Oakden asked if the local radio station, located at 1610 on the AM dial, could be used during an emergency to notify employees of work being cancelled.  Jim Buchanan said yes, and at the present time, the station is broadcasting emergency preparedness information 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

Mike Nelsen said the National Take-Back Day went very well. The Brigham location collected 41 pounds of prescriptions and controlled substances in a four hour period. The DEA is planning another one in six months.
Sara Sinclair reported on yesterday’s 800 MHz call down exercise with the six counties in our region. It went well and the hospitals participated and coordinated with their emergency managers.  Next time the exercise will include a scenario. 

Burke passed around pieces of paper for all members present to vote on vice chair for the coming year. The nominations were for Dave Oakden, Dorene Schulze, and Janet Bass. The new Chair, Mike Nelsen, counted the votes with Kathy, and Dorene Schulze will be the new Vice Chair from the private sector.
