Dorene  Schulze opened the meeting at 0900 and asked for approval of last month’s Minutes.    Motion carried.  She also stated that the law enforcement officials that usually attend the meeting were at a required legal update meeting.

Kevin Christensen gave a GPS mapping update.  He stated that Kevin Potter had gotten a hold of Elgin.  They had problems with the software, but it is being worked on.  The program needs to hit the fine line of being secure yet usable.   Wanting to get study group back together and have Elgin give a demo.  Suggested that Elgin could do a presentation at the next LEPC meeting.  Stated that it is up to the municipalities to update their roads with the State

They will have additional hours at the health department beginning May 13th; Fridays from 8:00a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  This is in addition to the 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday.

Kimberly Giles stated that they officially became known as Division of Emergency Management yesterday.  Their new website is up.  Also, they are gearing up for a huge 2012 across the State exercise for April 17th.  You can get more information on this at www. shakeout.org/utah.  Also, there is a command staff class in August.

Jay Munns told about the acceptance to EMI.  After talking with other agencies the tentative dates are in May or June with May being the first choice and June being the second.  Need individual tabletops beforehand, as well as with the entire group.   Also stated that their drill in Garland went well; they found a few holes, but they are being worked on.  There were some concerns with communication.  The after action report is being worked on and should be available in a month.

Greg Martz stated he attended the Regional Response Team meeting yesterday.  The IQ class is being brought back 9/23 in Ogden and 9/24 in Logan.  It is a quick entry type class.  Also stated that they are trying to get a better protocol on suspicious powder incidences.  There is a tabletop June 25th in Riverdale using ICS boxes.  Hill AFB is taking the lead.  Monday the inspector is beginning inspections on all MOU trucks.  The County Hazmat Plan is to be presented to the group.  He also stated there is an Engine Academy this weekend; two classes Friday evening and three on Saturday. 

Ray Strong stated that his group is ready to help with flooding wherever needed.

Steve Keene told about their bicycle race coming up June 11th.

Jim Buchanan stated that May 18th is the Pipeline Association Responder Training at the fire station.

Dorene Schulze stated that there is a Health Fair at the hospital June 25th from 8am to noon.

Sara Sinclair handed out a flyer on a decontamination workshop.  The workshop is May 26th from 9:15 a.m. to 11:15 a.m.  If you have any questions you can call Sara at (435) 757-7266.
