MINUTES

JANUARY 19, 2012
A regular meeting of the Town Board was held on January 19, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall Auditorium.
Item 1 – Roll call.  Those present and answering roll call: Trustees; Gustafson, Heaton, Moos, Thomas and Truax.  Absent: Trustee Devore, Mayor Moser and Attorney Anson.  Mayor Pro-tem Thomas chaired the meeting.
Item 2 - Review of the Minutes of the December 15th meeting.  Trustee Gustafson moved to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Trustee Moos.  Motion carried 5 -0.  
Item 3 – NFRMPO regional bike plan work session.  Mayor Pro-tem Thomas introduced Aaron Fodge, Senior Transportation Planner of North Front Range Metropolitan Planning Organization.  Mr. Fodge reported the NFRMPO is going to several towns to gather information needed to complete the project they are working on.  A presentation, discussion and questions regarding the regional bike plan were held. 
Item 4 – Resolution 2012-01: Posting Notices.  Trustee Gustafson moved to adopt Resolution 2012-01 – Posting Notices in designated areas, seconded by Trustee Truax.  Motion carried 5 – 0.
Item 5 – Resolution 2012-02: Adopting Water Conservation Plan.  Gary reported this is the final step involved in the Water Conservation Plan that we have been working on the past several months.  Trustee Truax moved to adopt Resolution 2012-02 – Adopting a Water Conservation Plan, seconded by Trustee Heaton.  Motion carried 5 – 0.  
Item 6 – Beer & Wine license renewal: Coffee Canteen.  The Board received a request for renewal of the beer and wine license at The Coffee Canteen, from Lauri Hauska, owner.  Chief Jacobson reported he had no objections for the renewal.  All paperwork appears to be in order.  Trustee Moos moved to approve the renewal, seconded by Trustee Truax.  Motion carried 5 – 0.    
Item 7 –– Vacant board seat.  The Board received a letter of resignation dated December 23, 2011 from Trustee Fred Devore.  Mr. Devore has moved his primary residence to Casper, Wyoming.  Gary reported the town has sixty days to appoint someone to fill the vacancy or wait until the election in April to fill the remaining two years left for his seat on the Board.  The Board decided to wait until the April election to fill the vacancy.  Trustee Gustafson moved to accept Trustee Devore’s resignation, seconded by Trustee Moos.  Motion carried 5 – 0.  Gary stated there will be five positions available for the April 2012 election: three four year trustee seats, one two year trustee seat and the mayor’s seat.  Trustee Thomas is term limited.  The petitions will be available in February.  More information will be delivered at a later date.  Assistant Administrator Don Cadwallader will make sure the information is posted on the Town’s website and a notice in the paper.
Item 8 – Citizen comments/questions.  Patrick Kelly, manager of the Colorado Cougars, (professional basketball team) appeared before the board to talk about the possibility of moving his team to our town.  Further information will be given at a later date.
Item 9 - Reports.  Don Cadwallader gave the Board an update on the ongoing problem with posting of signs and asked for further direction on dealing with the problem.  Each member was given a copy of the sign ordinance to review.  Concluding discussion, Trustee Gustafson moved to extend the current suspension for an additional sixty days to do further research and revise the existing sign ordinance, seconded by Trustee Moos.  Motion carried 5 – 0.  
Item 10 – Adjourn. As there was no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
