The nature of the service is to provide centralized PAYT waste disposal in the Town of Grand Lake. The Town of Grand Lake is a municipality providing services to the citizens and visitors of Grand Lake and the surrounding area.
All Proposals shall include the following:
Preliminary Scope of Services:


The services to be provided are broken into three (3) separate and distinct options. A provider may submit proposals for all of the options or for any option.
Note: On all options, the provider needs to be aware that any property used for the centralized facility will need to go through a Conditional Use process with the Town as no current Zones allow for this type of use as a use by right.

OPTION #1


The provider will provide the waste disposal PAYT service from a centralized facility in the Town of Grand Lake which the provider will be responsible to build. The provider must follow the guidelines listed below:

Building/Structure

1. The building to house the dumpsters must comply with all building codes. It will be approximately 34’x12’ and be able to house 3 8-yard dumpsters (2 for trash and 1 for recycling).
2. The building must comply with the Town of Grand Lake Design Standards.

3. The building must have electricity to the site.

4. The building, access approach, and driveways must meet specifications for the provider’s access.

5. The building will have at least one self-closing walk-in door for public access.

6. If the provider desires use of Public property for the building, the Town would require the following:
a. A long term lease between the Town and the provider.

b. The compensation for that lease is negotiable, but may include the provider operating a single stream recycle service in the building in lieu of or addition to a monetary payment.
PAYT Program

1. The provider will operate a PAYT program at the site with clearly defined PAYT bags for a guaranteed time frame with extensions available when the agreement ends.

2. The provider will guarantee the dumpsters will be emptied on a regular basis or as need dictates.

3. The provider will be responsible for maintaining the dumpsters and keeping them clean.
4. The provider will be responsible for keeping the building clean and in good repair.

OPTION #2


The provider will provide a waste disposal PAYT service from a centralized facility in the Town of Grand Lake. The Town will be responsible for building the structure to meet current building code, design standards, and the access guidelines of the provider.

Lease/Rent

1. The provider must enter into a long term lease with the Town for use of the building.

2. The lease may include the provider operating a single stream recycle service in the building.

3. The lease will also include monetary payments of a specified amount per month, based upon the term of the lease, to recover the Town’s cost for building the structure.

PAYT Program

1. The provider will operate a PAYT program at the site with clearly defined PAYT bags for the duration of the lease.
2. The provider will guarantee the dumpsters will be emptied on a regular basis or as need dictates.

3. The provider will be responsible for maintaining the dumpsters and keeping them clean.
4. The provider will be responsible for keeping the building clean and in good repair for the duration of the lease.

OPTION #3


The Town will build the facility and operate the PAYT program. The provider will provide the dumpsters and the waste removal from those dumpsters.

Service

1. The provider will provide two (2) 8–yard dumpsters with an average of two (2) pick-ups per dumpster per week with the acknowledgement that there may be fewer pick-ups necessary in the winter and more pick-ups necessary in the summer.

2. The provider will provide a cost estimate for operating a single stream recycle dumpster in conjunction with the waste disposal service.

3. The provider will be responsible for maintaining the dumpsters and keeping them clean.
4. The provider will be responsible for cleaning any spillage which might occur during the dumping process.

Selection Process
1. The contract will be awarded based upon the guidelines established in the Town’s purchasing policy regarding Request for Proposals.

2. The Town of Grand Lake reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals and to negotiate with any prospective provider the scope and compensation of services which the Town deems to be in the best interests of the Town.
