ORDINANCE NO. 5-2010
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A MORATORIUM ON INSTALLATION OF DIRECTIONAL SIGNS IN THE TOWN OF GRAND LAKE
WHEREAS, the Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees has previously adopted Municipal Code 6-2-1 Sign Code; and,

WHEREAS, the Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees has determined that directional signs are not currently regulated by the Municipal Code; and,

WHEREAS, the Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees does not want directional signs being erected without guidelines first being established; and,

WHEREAS, the Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees desires to allow sufficient time to adequately discuss the issue of directional signs; and,
WHEREAS, the Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees has the authority to adopt, modify, and repeal Municipal Codes;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF GRAND LAKE, COLORADO, THAT:
1. There shall be a moratorium placed on the installation of any directional signs in the Town of Grand Lake until November 1, 2010 or until the Town Board of Trustees determines the regulations, if any, for directional signs, whichever is sooner.

2. This moratorium may be extended in six (6) month increments by a vote of the Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees if it is determined to be in the best interests of the Town.
