ORDINANCE NO. 8-2010
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE TOWN OF GRAND LAKE 

BY AMENDING CHAPTER 6, ARTICLE 4, SECTION 2, BUSINESS LICENSE EXEMPTIONS, 

AND CHAPTER 6, ARTICLE 1, SECTION 2, PEDDLERS, SOLICITORS 

AND TRANSIENT MERCHANTS DEFINITIONS

WHEREAS, the Grand Lake Board of Trustees believes that Special Events held in Town have a positive financial impact to Town businesses by bringing people into Town; and,

WHEREAS, the Grand Lake Board of Trustees wants to encourage local businesses to participate in Special Events as vendors; and,
WHEREAS, the existing requirements that make any vendor to purchase a transient merchants license, regardless of a current and valid Town of Grand Lake business license is onerous and unreasonable; and,

WHEREAS, the Grand Lake Chamber of Commerce supports amending the Town Code to support the participation of local businesses,
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF GRAND LAKE, COLORADO, THAT:

1.  Section 6-4-2 Shall be amended to read as follows:

Exemptions
Persons exempt from the provision of this Article are:

a. Churches or established religious organizations

b. Tax exempt organizations

c. Schools

d. Governments

e. Persons exempt under federal or Colorado law

f. Persons engaged in a casual transaction

g. Wholesalers of Vinous and Spirituous Liquors

h. Organizations with a current Grand Lake business license that are participating in a Town approved Special Event Permit
2.  Section 6-1-2(C), Definitions shall be amended as follows:
“Transient Merchant” includes any person, firm or corporation, whether as owner, agent, consignee or employee, whether a resident of the Town or not, who engages in a temporary business of selling and delivering goods, wares, and merchandise within the Town, and who, in furtherance of such purpose, hires, leases, uses or occupies any building, structure, motor vehicle, trailer, tent, railroad boxcar, boat, public room in hotels, lodging houses, apartments, shops, or any street, alley or other place within the Town for the exhibition and sale of such goods, wares and merchandise, either privately or at public auction; provided that such definition does not include any person, firm or corporation who, while occupying such temporary location, does not sell from stock but exhibits samples for the purpose of securing orders for future delivery within the provisions of this Article merely by reason of associating temporarily with any local dealer, trader, merchant or auctioneer, or by conducting such transient business in connection with, as a part of, or in the name of any local dealer, trader, merchant or auctioneer.  This definition shall include but not be limited to individuals or entities without a current Grand Lake business license offering goods at a Town approved Special Event, such as a craft fair, farmer’s market, or similar event.
