ORDINANCE NO. 14-2011
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TOWN

OF GRAND LAKE Municipal CODE CHAPTER 7, Article 4 to reflect changes made to the Colorado revised statutes
WHERAS, the Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees has previously adopted rules and regulations for Nuisance – Definition and Abatement in the Municipal Code; and,

WHEREAS, The Town of Grand Lake Board of Trustees has the authority to modify those rules and regulations; and,
WHEREAS, the Colorado Revised Statutes relating to Municipal Code 7-4 have been changed and the Municipal Code needs to reflect those changes and references,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF GRAND LAKE, COLORADO, THAT:

1. Chapter 7, Article 4 of the Code of the Town of Grand Lake, Colorado,  is hereby amended to read as follows:
7-4-1
Nuisance Defined

Anything which is injurious to the health or morals or indecent or offensive to the senses or an obstruction to the free use of property so as to interfere with the comfortable enjoyment of life or property is declared a nuisance and as such shall be abated.

7-4-2
Town Board of Health
The Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Town of Grand Lake shall be the Town Board of Health and shall possess all the powers and perform the functions under the authority vested in such Board of Health pursuant to Part 5, Article 1, Title 25, Colorado Revised Statutes.

7-4-3
Nuisance Abatement
A. All nuisances as defined in Section 7-4-1 of this Code, shall be abated pursuant to the authority and procedures contained in Part 5, Article 1, Title 25, Colorado Revised Statutes.
2. Severability: If any Article, Section, paragraph, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance is held to be unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. The Board of Trustees declares that it would have passed this Ordinance and each part or parts thereof irrespective of the fact that any one part or parts be declared unconstitutional or invalid.

3. Repeal: Existing Ordinances or parts of Ordinances covering the same matters as embraced in this Ordinance are hereby repealed and all Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed, except that this repeal shall not affect or prevent the prosecution or punishment of any person for any act done or committed in violation of any Ordinance hereby repealed prior to the taking effect of this Ordinance.
