REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, May 12, 2009

6:45 Public Hearing: A hearing was held to hear public comment on the Land Use Chapter of the Municipal Code. There were no comments on the proposed changes. 

I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Trustees Present: Cecilia Robbins, Kasey Correia, Ray Larsen, Ena Millich, and Marie Zeller.  Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager: Georgann Valdez, Clerk; Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Becky Dziarnowski (Ski), Treasurer; Kirk Phillips, Chief of Police and Dirk Nelson, Attorney. Guests: Jean Behr, Area Agency on Aging, Peggy Danford, Ophelia Wilkins of Regional Housing Alliance and Julie Simmons of Colorado Housing, Inc., Melanie Muzar, Peter Tregillus, Ernie and Kathy Trujillo. 

II. Request to Amend Agenda:  Trustee Correia moved to amend the agenda to include item H. under New Business: Board Approval on removal and sale of water tanks. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed unanimously.   

III. Public Comment

A. Area Agency on Aging – Jean Behr thanked the Board for is annual contribution, and   spoke on the services provided, its funding sources, service area and staff. Questions from the Board were answered.  
B. Ernie and Kathy Trujillo requested that the Board grant them an exception to the Municipal Code allowing them three dogs at 775 Browning. The Code calls for a maximum of two dogs per household. They previously had two older dogs when they were left with a younger one by a relative. Trustee Zeller asked if an exception was granted, would this set a precedent? Chief Phillips answered that an exception has been granted in the past, and it has been done on a case-by-case basis.  After a few questions, Trustee Zeller moved to allow the Trujillos to keep the three dogs, all dogs must be vaccinated and licensed and if one the dog dies, it cannot be replaced. Seconded by Trustee Millich. The motion passed unanimously.   
IV. Approval of Regular Town Board Minutes: Trustee Correia moved to approve the Town Board Minutes of April 14, 2009 and April 21, 2009. Seconded by Trustee Zeller. The motion passed unanimously. 

V. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Correia moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Millich seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.  

VI. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

A. Police Dept:  COPS Grants and Limited Gaming Grants have been applied for, with the Board permission. 

B. Maintenance: Routine work, Spring Clean Up was completed. Trustee Larsen asked how vehicles on the right-of-way are dealt with when street sweeping is going on? Balty stated the police department should be contacted. Snow routes were briefly discussed.

C. Treasurer:  
D. Planning: The Ignacio School Board is considering annexing the Intermediate School. West Mesa Infrastructure Planning meeting will be held Thursday, June 11 at 6:00 p.m. In permitting and building there is a new house on Romero Avenue and one started on Maple. There are three new businesses in town. Students of Ignacio High School are painting a mural at Blackhawk Trading Co. under art teacher Jill Peterson’s supervision. 

E. Recreation:  A. basketball hoop has been installed at the tennis courts.  

VII. Old Business:
Town of Ignacio/Colorado Housing Inc. Memorandum of Agreement: In a contract, Colorado Housing Inc. offered the Town $15,000.00 for the lot on Romero for the affordable housing proposal. An attachment to the contract makes reference to the appraised value of the lot at $55,000.00, stating the home would be available to a qualifying party within the Ignacio School District, and should there be a difference between the appraised price and the sale price, that the Town would recapture the amount ($40,000.00) in a second mortgage note. The request to waive the Towns utility tap fees was not included in the attachment. Trustee Correia suggested selling the lot for $25,000 with no follow up. Deed restrictions were briefly addressed. After further discussion, Trustee Correia moved to approve the Contract with Colorado Housing, Inc., including the Attachment, and to waive the Town’s share of the utility tap fees. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed with Trustee Millich voting no.   

VIII. New Business:

A. 2010 – 2011 Transit Proposal: Peter Tregillus, SUCAP Programs Developer is asking for a letter from the Town of Ignacio in support of the CDOT application for the transit and senior programs to be submitted for 2010-2011. The proposed budget would include an increase in the contribution from the Town to the Road Runner Transit program from $3,200 in 2009 to $3,280 in 2010 and $3,362 in 2011. This will be requested during the Town’s budget process. Mayor Protem Robbins moved to approve the letter of support for the CDOT application for the Road Runner Transit program. Seconded by Trustee Correia. The motion passed unanimously. 

B. Gas Rate Adjustment (From $5.93 to $5.91 a decrease of $.02 per mmbtu: Trustee Zeller moved to approve the gas rate adjustment from $5.93 to $5.91, a decrease of $.02/mmbtu. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously. 
C. 2008 Audit Review: Draft Audit needs the Board’s approval before being submitted to the State by May. The Board raised no questions. Becky explained the audit showed the Town followed the budget very closely. New software is being installed. Conversion should be complete by June. The server and copier have been replaced. The cost of the audit was one half of last year’s cost. Trustee Correia moved to approve 2008 Audit.  Seconded by Mayor Protem Robbins. The motion passed unanimously. 
D. Rock Creek II Contract Extension: Trustee Larsen moved to approve the Rock Creek II Contract Extension, which requested two six month extension periods.  Seconded by Trustee Zeller. The motion passed by a vote of 4 yes and two no votes, with Trustee Mayor Protem Robbins and Trustee Correia voting no.  
E. Resolution #04-2009 – Town Board in Support of Staff’s Effort for Citizen Compliance of Town Municipal Code. After a lengthy discussion regarding how each member felt regarding supporting the staff through the Resolution referencing their Oaths of Office and how it pertains to each of them and their properties, the Board agreed to go through the process individually with Pat. Action on the Resolution was tabled. 

F. Ordinance #267 – Amend Municipal Code, Chapter III, Land Use. Pat explained sections of the chapter have been reviewed and passed by Planning Commission and Town Board. Ordinance #267 includes the entire chapter with all previously approved changes. With no questions, or discussion from the public, Trustee Correia moved to adopt Ordinance #267, amending the Municipal Code, Chapter III, Land Use. Seconded by Mayor Protem Robbins. The motion passed with Trustee Millich voting no. 

G. Appoint SUCAP Board Member. Trustee Larsen moved to appoint Mayor George Whitt to replace Trustee Correia on the SUCAP Board. Seconded by Trustee Correia. The motion passed unanimously.  

H. Board Approval on Removal and Sale of Water Tanks:  The Southern Ute Tribe has two million-gallon tanks providing the Town with ample water supply. The Town has upgraded the water lines in town and with no further use for the tanks, Balty is requesting the Board’s approval to remove and sell the water tanks at the Maintenance yard. This will provide more room for maintenance for future expansion. Trustee Correia moved to allow staff to looking into the potential of removing and selling the water tanks at the Maintenance yard. Seconded by Trustee Zeller. The motion passed unanimously.

IX. Administrative Reports:

A. Town Manager: 

One hundred entities have participated in the Governors Energy Office Performance Contracting process to do energy assessment of all buildings and equipment. If the Town, Fire District and School Board would be interested in hearing more, a presentation would be scheduled with the Governor’s assessment team.  

B. Town Attorney:  

A mediation session has been set for June 18 with Richard Olguin and his attorney. An executive session at the end of the June 9 meeting was suggested to discuss a strategy and for the Board to appoint a committee to attend the session. 

X. Miscellaneous: Community Sidewalk Yard Sale this Saturday. The Chamber is planning cleanup of the pocket parks on June 21. An RFP is out asking for contractors to do the alley leveling.

XI. Adjournment: Being no further business before the Board, Mayor Whitt adjourned the meeting at 9:25 p.m. The next regular meeting will be Tuesday, June 9, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Abel F. Atencio Community Center at 570 Goddard Avenue.
