REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, June 9, 2009

I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Trustees Present: Lawrence Bartley, Kasey Correia, Ray Larsen, Ena Millich, and Marie Zeller.  Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager: Georgann Valdez, Clerk; Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Kirk Phillips, Chief of Police and Dirk Nelson, Attorney. Guests: Dana Clah, Jason Gonzales from Durango Herald, Trudy Kramer and Carol McWilliams from Pine River Times. 

II. Public Comment - Stars National Conference – Dana Clah requested funds to take 23 Ignacio School students to Denver for a leadership conference. Trustee Correia moved to contribute $300 toward the Vessels for Honor trip expense. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously. 
III. Approval of Regular Town Board Minutes: Trustee Zeller wanted the record to reflect she opposed waiving the town utility tap fees for the Colorado Housing, Inc. affordable house proposal on Romero Avenue. Trustee Millich wanted the comment that she and Trustee Correia were called cows in an open meeting to be included in the minutes. Following a lengthy discussion, Dirk stated that the minutes are intended to be a record of the business that was transacted and not intended to be a reflection of each and every statement. Trustee Millich stated the fact is that it happened and she wanted it acknowledged so it stops happening. Trustee Bartley suggested that the Board get direction on conducting a public meeting. Mayor Protem Robbins got a consensus from the Board to move forward with this suggestion. Trustee Larsen moved to approve the Town Board Minutes of May 12, 2009 with corrections. Seconded by Trustee Correia. The motion passed with Trustee Millich opposing. 

IV. Bills to be Paid:  Questions regarding fuel tank inventory costs, gift certificates, CIRSA W/C Payroll Audit and Walker’s Hardware invoice were all answered by Balty. Trustee Correia moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Larsen seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

C. Treasurer:  Following a few questions regarding the budget analysis report, there were line items where the expenses are greater than 60% and the Board would like a detailed report from the finance officer explaining these. This was followed up by phone by Becky.  

D. Planning: 
1. Trustee Larsen moved to appoint Eppie Quintana as Alternate to the Planning Commission. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Trustee Correia made the motion to table appointing a Town Board Member as Ex-Parte Liaison to the Planning Commission. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously. 
3. Trustee Larsen moved to appoint Trustee Correia as substitute volunteer to the Board of Adjustment only for the Monday, June 15, 2009 meeting. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously.   

4. Trustee Correia moved to set a Public Hearing to hear the Ignacio School District Annexation Petition for August 3 at 6:00 before the August Planning Commission regular meeting. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously. 
    E.   Recreation:    

VI. Old Business:
Second Amendment to Neher Subdivision Plat: After looking at the new plat, errors were discovered and Trustee Correia moved to table the item until the correct plat was presented to the Board. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed unanimously.  

VII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment (From $5.91 to $5.74 a decrease of $.17 per mmbtu): Trustee Zeller moved to approve the gas rate adjustment from $5.91 to $5.74, a decrease of $.17/mmbtu. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed unanimously. 
B. Ordinance #268 Amend Municipal Code Chapter V, Building & Excavation Fee Schedule: Pat explained a review of building inspection fees vs. building permits fees found that the Town is coming out short. A comparison was done with neighboring towns. Following Pat’s explanation for the need of changing the fee schedule and a discussion of the building inspector’s fees, Trustee Zeller moved to table action on Ordinance #268 to amend the Municipal Code, Chapter V, Building and Excavation Fee Schedule. Seconded by Trustee Correia. The motion passed unanimously.   
C. Ordinance #262 – Amend Section 9 of Chapter III, Impact Fees for Ignacio School District: Pat explained the Ordinance includes impact fees for school property and will be collected by the Town. Trustee Correia moved to adopt Ordinance #262 to amend the Municipal Code, Chapter III, Impact Fees for Ignacio School District. Seconded by Trustee Millich. The motion passed unanimously. 
D. Town of Ignacio/Ignacio School District 11JT of La Plata County IGA for the Purpose of Requiring Land Dedication of Fees in Lieu Thereof: The intergovernmental agreement authorizes the Town to collect the impact fees and remit them to the school district. Trustee Millich moved to approve the IGA between the Town of Ignacio and the Ignacio School District 11JT to collect and remit impact fees. Seconded by Trustee Zeller. The motion passed unanimously. 
E. Ordinance #269 – Disposal of Items Removed from Any Residence in Event of an Eviction or Foreclosure Action: Balty explained a situation arose when an eviction took place and trash, furniture and unclaimed items were removed by the landlord from the property and placed on the public right of way. Town staff had to remove the items at the Town’s expense and this Ordinance would give the Town authority to cite the landlord or collect the cost from the landlord. Dirk explained what happens following an eviction order.  Trustee Bartley moved to adopt Ordinance #269 – Disposal of Items removed from any residence in event of an eviction or foreclosure action. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed unanimously.  

F. Ordinance #270 – Regarding Location of Sports Equipment within the Street Right of Way: Balty explained on numerous occasions children have placed basketball hoops, goals and other sports equipment on the street right of way. When notified by IPD, there has been some push back from the kids as well as the parents. This creates a potentially dangerous situation for kids and is a liability concern for the Town. Several basketball hoops are available around Town at the schools, the tennis courts at Shoshone Park and SUCAP Teen Center. Trustee Correia moved to adopt Ordinance #270 regarding location of sport equipment within the Town street rights of way. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed unanimously. 

G. Resolution #05-2009 – Support Appointment of Two or More Article III Judges for District Court:  Trustee Correia moved to approve Resolution #05-2009 supporting appointment of two or more Article III Judges for District Court. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed unanimously. 

H. Approve Olguin Mediation Engagement Letter for Dave Smith, Mediator: Tabled due to dates may change as a result of Richard Olguin engaging his own attorney aside from the insurance’s attorney.

I. Authorization of Staff to Begin to Take Action on Abatement of Deficient Buildings by Requesting Permission to Inspect: Balty is asking the Board to authorize staff to enforce the municipal code for deficient buildings particularly in the business district. Pat sent more than 50 letters regarding weeds on property and many responded favorably. A notice would be sent to the property owners that the Town would like to inspect for various causes including damage to the building, an attractive nuisance for children, a harbor for vagrants, etc. The inspection could be done by the fire marshal, the building inspector or public health inspector. One inspected and a report written, the property owner would have the option to remedy the problem, by remodel, cleanup, sale or demolition. The inspection reports would be brought back to the Board for recommended action. Trustee Bartley moved to authorize staff to take action on abatement of deficient buildings in the Downtown Commercial Zone. Seconded by Trustee Larsen. The motion passed with Trustee Millich voting no. 

J. Patio Restaurant Liquor License Renewal: Trustee Bartley moved to approve the Patio Restaurant Liquor License Renewal. Seconded by Trustee Correia. The motion passed with Trustee Larsen voting no. 

K. Guiseppes Liquor License Application: Trustee Correia moved to set a hearing to hear public comment on the Guiseppes Liquor License Application for July 14 at 6:45 p.m. before the regular Town Board meeting. Seconded by Trustee Millich. The motion passed unanimously. 

VIII. Administrative Reports:

A. Town Manager: 

· Trustee Correia moved to approve a mural proposal at Marcella’s Gifts of a monk (with a closed hand). Seconded by Trustee Zeller. The motion passed with Trustee Millich abstaining. 

· The Board approved the expansion of BP site location at a previous meeting. In the soil evaluation, an archeological site was discovered. BP wants to amend the expansion to the north. Following a brief discussion, the Board recommended Balty get more defined overview from BP of the area to be use for the well pad.

· Ignacio Sanitation District wants to reopen discussion regarding the Town taking over operation of the Sanitation District. More conversation is needed with the attorneys and  the Tribe before the Town could consider the proposal, by consensus of the Board.

· Anyone interested in riding in the Bayfield Fourth of July parade can contact Balty. 

· Request for grant money from Stimulus dollars for the water system for mapping is being considered. 

· We anticipate getting funding for study of Hwy 151/172. 

· June 11 is the West Mesa Infrastructure Study Presentation for the Community.

· June 18 is the Steering Committee Meeting for Downtown Revitalization. 

B. Town Attorney:  At this time the scheduled negotiation for June 18 will be moved to July following the delay for Richard Olguin to retain counsel. Trustee Correia moved to approve the Olguin Mediation Engagement Letter for Judge Dave Smith, Mediator. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously. 

IX. Miscellaneous: The Board reluctantly accepted the resignation of Trustee Kasey Correia. She will be moving out of Town July 1. 

X. Adjournment: Being no further business before the Board, Mayor Protem Robbins adjourned the meeting at 9:45 p.m. The next regular meeting will be Tuesday, July 14, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Abel F. Atencio Community Center at 570 Goddard Avenue.
