Planning Commission Meeting

Minutes

Monday, June 1, 2009

Planning Commission Members Present: Chair: Chris May, Commissioner Donna Young, and Commissioner Gene Barry.  Ex-Officio Member: Kasey Correia, Trustee. Staff: Sara Wakefield


I.  Chairperson Chris May called the meeting to order at 6:05.  Chairperson May asked if there were changes to the agenda.  Due to audience participation, New and Old business were reversed.  A motion to flip New and Old business on the agenda was made by Gene Barry, seconded by Donna Young, and passed by unanimous voice vote. 


II.  Approval of the Minutes: Gene Barry moved to approve the minutes from the May 6th, 2009 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Donna Young and passed by unanimous voice vote.   


III.  New Business

a.   Jason Meininger, La Plata County Long Term Planner, gave a presentation on La Plata County's Comprehensive Planning process.

b.   A completed mural design was presented to the Commission.  Mural artist, Dianna Ruthers was available to answer questions.  Gene Barry moved to recommend the mural to the Town Board.  The motion was seconded by Donna Young and passed unanimously by voice vote.   

 c.   Discrepancies in Land Use Code definition of a mural and the definition of a mural in the Sign Code were discussed.  One consistent definition was chosen: "Mural" a painting or other form of artwork applied directly to a wall's surface.  The process for getting a mural approved was suggested for modification.  The Commission unanimously agreed to recommend changing the Municipal Code to allow Planning Staff to approve murals that fit within guidelines of the Municipal Code.  

        The Commission discussed the height limits of pole signs and some other wording in the Sign Code.  Changes to the Sign Code will be brought before the Commission at the next meeting.

d.   Gene Barry moved to table the Addressing Code.  The motion was seconded by Donna Young and passed by unanimous voice vote.   

 e.   The Chamber of Commerce Beautification Committee made some landscaping efforts downtown, including stripping the coyote fencing in the pocket parks, fresh mulch and a few new plants were added.
