I.
Call Meeting to Order/ Roll Call/ Agenda Approval

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Chris May. Planning Commission Members Present: Chair: Chris May, Members Donna Young, Gene Barry, and Eppie Quintana.  Ex-Officio Members: George Whitt, Mayor; Staff: Sara Wakefield.  Guest Kasey Correia.  

With two additions to the agenda, a report from the Downtown Steering Committee Chair Kasey Correia and a brainstorming session for the Olguin property development, Gene Barry moved to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Eppie Quintana and passed by unanimous voice vote.

Old Business:

A.  Report on Downtown Steering Committee from Chairperson Kasey Correia.

Kasey spoke on the activities of the Downtown Steering Committee.  The committee is reviewing "roadblocks to development" and may request a rollback of impact fees for 3 to 5 years.  Kasey also stated dissatisfaction with the Building Inspector, who has made some mistakes that are costing business owners money, such as giving an o.k. to plans, then telling the customer that the plans would have to have an architectural stamp.  She suggested that having a pre-project meeting with the inspector, or an option to do so, may help alleviate some issues.

Kasey requested that the Planning Commission and the Steering Committee exchange minutes.  

The Mayor suggested a buy local program and Kasey commented that raising more revenue through increased sales in town is a focus of the Steering Committee through economic development. 

B.  Continue Land Use Goals Revision: Discuss Housing Section

The commission continued the process of reviewing and revising the Land Use Goals.  The discussion included affordable and mixed housing, mobile homes, tap fees and density.  

C.   Approve revisions to Downtown Design Review process for Land Use
