Planning Administrative Activity:

Chairman Chris May raises ongoing issues regarding Impact Fees and would like to send a strong letter to the Town Board informing them of how important these fees are. All who build new buildings only give a small percentage to the impact on the Town. The building owners should have to pay these fees. He reiterates how impact fees help the community.  Eppie brings up how impact fees should be used for land use changes only.

A.  Continue Land Use Goals Revision from "Natural Resources"         

Natural Resources: Maintain our quiet space, clean air, dark skies, solar gain options, provide lands for public enjoyment and preserve our water quality in order to enhance the public perception of the value of the town

1.Take out the words goals and objectives. Leave the following language: 

Preserve and encourage the use of non-aggressive native, drought resistant plants and native materials for planting. Use irrigation for watering. Discourage use of undesirable weeds and plants, using current code to enforce. No trees near, over or under utilities. Seek grants for landscaping, provide community education on native plants as well as undesirables and xeriscaping. Increase acreage of public space and trails 

Last statement should read: Develop a list of available desirable and undesirable plants.

In new subdivisions require parks and trails. 

Maintain and provide current parks trails and open space. Provide more mulched trails. Interconnect parks and trails, Add art and sculpture to our public spaces. Find grants or raise funds. Encourage volunteer commitment to projects.

V.       New Business

A. Boundary Adjustment Code Just a process. James Brown makes a motion to  table the process and just discuss.  Lana Jo Chapin's property in the Town of Ignacio Subdivision of block 3 Lot 6 thru Lot 9, 330 Browning Avenue and Block 3 Lot 10, 350 Browning Avenue. 350 Browning avenue is an original 25' lot and is not now usable per current code which refers to a minimum of  50' in width. Adjusting the official lot line to the North by 55' to the historically used common lot line with 330 Browning brings 350 Browning into compliance with current code requirements, but leaves 330 with 45' width. Lana Jo will have to have a variance for 330 Browning  and is currently filing for that to happen.  Eppie Quintana makes the motion to approve Lana Jo Chapin's Lot Line Adjustment. Seconded by James Brown. The Lot Line Adjustment will be forwarded to Town Board for review.
