REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, July 13, 2010

I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Trustees Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Leroy Herrera, Lawrence Bartley, Ena Millich and Marie Zeller. Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager; Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk, Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager; Sgt Wes Crume and Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney. In the audience: James Brown, (Planning Commission Member); Wendy Malarsie representing Wells Liquor South, Emily Meisner of the Patio Restaurant; Patrick Young of the Durango Herald, Melanie Mazur of the Pine River Times. 
II. Public Comment:  

III. Approval of Minutes: Mayor Protem Robbins moved to approve the minutes of the Special Events Hearing of May 25, the Regular Board Meeting of June 8 and the Special Meeting of June 22. Seconded by Trustee Zeller. The motion passed by individual voice vote.  
IV. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Bartley moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Zeller seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  

V. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

A. Police Dept: 
B. Maintenance: Final work on the Phase II gas line replacement project is underway. Mayor Protem Robbins reminded Balty of her request to have certain gas meters protected by a barricade to avoid being hit. A meter was damaged last week by a vehicle creating a gas leak. The Rally Committee will be arranging to have empty lots cleared for the Rally. Mayor Whitt was asked to contact Southwest Ag for the barrels needed for the kids’ events  on Saturday as part of Ignacio Bike Week on Labor Day Weekend.  

C. Recreation: 
D. Treasurer: The Board discussed establishing a line of credit with Wells Fargo to make funds available when cash flow is slow while waiting for grant reimbursements or for matching funds to apply for grants. Money spent from the line of credit must be paid within the same budget year and must get approval of the Board. The majority of the Board authorized staff to investigate the application process. A letter to Kasey Correia regarding the repayment of a sewer tap for the new building at 875 Goddard was briefly addressed. 

E. Planning: Pat asked the Board’s feedback on the new solar lights recently installed. She reported on code enforcement issues. The Board recommended citing the Sidekick Lounge for non-compliance and thank you letters to those who have complied. 

Pat explained that she and Anthony Porambo worked on a proposal to create a Youth Planning Commission. SUCAP and the Boy’s and Girls Club have stepped in to support the idea with in-kind contribution and a grant was written to create the new Commission. When asked for a Board Member to help review the proposal, Mayor Protem Robbins volunteered. Although some Board Members favored reviving the Teen Court, they agreed it was time consuming and funds were not available at this time. Working with the Children Youth and Family Master Plan may be a possibility to help with the Teen Court Program. 

The Planning Commission reviewed the land use code regarding permitted uses in the business district and fence height near open space and agricultural land. A request for a small auto sales business was discussed and changes to the Land Use Chapter would allow for this type of business with special use permit, with restrictions. 

A letter was written to Congressman John Salazar proposing the transfer of EDI Grant funds, ($158,000.00) from Rock Creek II subdivision named in the grant application to the Neher subdivision that has infrastructure-ready lots. In working with local partners, the builders can offer homebuyers classes and the grant money will help design financing structure for affordable housing purchases. 

Balty stated he would send the Board a memo regarding bringing on an AmeriCorps person to train for replacing some staff nearing retirement.   

VI. Old Business: 

VII. New Business:

A. Ordinance #281 – Amending Town Municipal Code (Addition of Section 9 to Chapter IX – Business) Prohibiting Medical Marijuana Distribution Centers and Growing Centers within Town Limits. Dirk drafted the Ordinance based on staff’s direction following the June 22 Special meeting. It prohibits the operation of Medical Marijuana Centers (distribution centers), Optional Premises Cultivation Operations (growing houses) and Medical Marijuana Infused Product Manufacturers within the Town of Ignacio. The Ordinance requires a local business license and taxation for those delivering medical marijuana within the Town by any person who is properly licensed by another local jurisdiction. Discussion regarding the licensing and taxing of such deliveries followed. Dirk stated this would be difficult to enforce because the Town would not be aware of such deliveries without voluntary compliance of getting the business license. Mayor Protem Robbins moved to adopt Ordinance #281 Amending Town Municipal Code (Addition of Section 9 to Chapter IX – Business) Prohibiting Medical Marijuana Centers, Optional Premises Cultivation Operations and Medical Marijuana Infused product Manufacturers and Prohibiting the Delivery of Medical Marijuana or other Infused products within the Town of Ignacio, to be revisited in one year. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.
B. Ordinance #282 – Amendment to Land Use Chapter III – This amendment is a result of an application for an auto sales business in the business district. This type of business is currently not allowed. Under the amended land use chapter, it would be allowed under Special use that will require a special permit to be issued after review and approval by staff. The second section to be changed relates to eliminating fence height limits for properties bordering open space or agricultural lands. Pat explained the six feet limit is not high enough to keep animals out of gardens and plants when bordering open space or agricultural land.  Following discussion regarding allowing the washing of the cars due to dust on the corner but not washing of motors where oil would be running down the gutter, Mayor Protem Robbins moved to adopt #282 Amendment to Land Use Chapter III, allowing for the auto sales business under Special Use and allowing for the washing of the cars on the lot, and eliminating the height limitations on properties bordering open space and agricultural land. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

C. Gas Rate Adjustment from $7.24 to $7.12 a decrease of $.12 per mcf:  Mayor Protem Robbins moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

D. Wells Liquor South Liquor License Renewal – Trustee Bartley moved to approve Wells Liquor South Liquor License Renewal. Seconded by Trustee Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
E. The Patio Restaurant, Inc. Liquor License Renewal – Trustee Bartley moved to approved the Patio Restaurant, Inc. Liquor License Renewal. Seconded by Trustee Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
F. Road Runner Transit Intergovernmental Agreement – Trustee Bartley moved to renew the Road Runner Transit Intergovernmental Agreement for the period of July 21, 2010 to July 20, 2013. Seconded by Trustee Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. Sending the attached draft letter to all the other jurisdictions constitutes the renewal of the IGA but does not commit funds until budget time. Mayor Protem Robbins asked that the Town receive compensation for administering the grant to operate the Road Runner Transit at the time the application is submitted.

VIII. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager: In addition to comments made in the Manager’s memo

· Balty recommended changes to help the Town with budget shortfalls including no more contributions for the remainder of the year, cutting the Municipal Court dates to every other month, adding a fee for deferred judgments, increasing late charges on utility bills from $5.00 to $10.00 and reconnect fees from $40.00 to $50.00. 

· Asked the Board to attend the presentations for discussion of the three ballot issues that will be on the State ballot in November. If these ballot issues pass, it will have a drastic negative effect on the town’s budget next year.

· A new US Hwy 160 Coalition is being formed. Balty will keep the Board informed of its progress. 

· Selecting a consultant for the Ignacio Area Corridor Access Plan is being narrowed down. Tribal legal counsel will draft the agreement and work should begin by late August. The study is expected to take one year.  

B. Town Attorney: Recommended an executive session to discuss the Olguin case. 

Mayor Pro Tem Robbins moved to go into executive session for the purpose of determining positions relative to matters that may be subject to negotiations, developing strategy for negotiations, and/or instructing negotiators under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(e). Seconded by Trustee Herrera. The motion passed by individual voice vote. 

The time now is 8:55 p.m. and the regular meeting is closed. At 9:18 the executive session concluded. The meeting was held for the specified reason.  No action was taken as a result of the executive session. 

IX. Miscellaneous:  
X. Adjournment: Being no further business before the Board, Mayor Whitt adjourned the meeting at 9:22 p.m. The next regular meeting will be August 10, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the Abel F. Atencio Community Center at 570 Goddard Avenue.
