REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, October 12, 2010

Public Hearing – Town Code – The Town shall provide at least thirty day’s notice of any proposed change to rates, fees, fines or assessments to the public through the Town’s Newsletter and by other similar means prior to the meeting where the change will be considered. Changes to utility rates presented at this hearing were the natural gas rate adjustment. The Public Hearing was open at 7:00 p.m. No comments from the public. The meeting was closed at 7:02. 

CDBG Grant Public Hearing – No hearing was held.

I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt called the regular meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Trustees Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Ray Larsen, Lawrence Bartley, Leroy Herrera and Marie Zeller. Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager; Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk, Rebecca Dziarnowski (Becky Ski), Treasurer, Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney and Chief of Police Kirk Phillips. In the audience: Marilyn Brandeau, Thomas Atencio, Victor Atencio, Diane Millich, Cambria Bizardi, Samantha Pinnecoose, Rudy Mestas, Julie Levy, Joanne Spina, James Brown, Patrick Young of the Durango Herald, Melanie Muzar of the Pine River Times.
Trustee Ray Larsen moved to amend the Agenda to include the appointment of a Planning Commission Member and an Executive Session to discuss a possible land transaction. Seconded by Trustee Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

II. Proclamation:  Domestic Violence Awareness Month – Mayor George Whitt proclaimed October as Domestic Violence Awareness Month with the Board’s support. Diane Millich, Executive Director of Our Sister’s Keeper thanked the Board for its support. 

III. Public Comment:  

1. Joanne Spina, Assistant County Manager for La Plata County gave a status report of the La Plata County Children, Youth and Family Master Plan and thanked the Board for its support. CYFMP and Ignacio have been actively involved in cultivating youth in the community to help develop positive behavior, which will help them throughout their lives. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins was involved in the development of the Master Plan and Assistant to Town Manager Pat Senecal is still involved in implementing the recommendations and has developed the Youth Planning Commission in Ignacio. Grants have been obtained to keep the work going.  

2. Julie Levy of Regional Housing Alliance gave an update of pending program loans, closed transactions, funds available from Economic Development Initiative Grant ($165,000) and Community Development Financial Institution ($600,000, of which a portion will be held specifically for Ignacio) and the search for a qualified family for the Colorado Housing, Inc Smart Energy Home on Romero.

3. Mayor George Whitt contributed $300 toward Pink Digs for the Cure. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to contribute $200 from the Town toward the cause. Seconded by Mayor Protem Robbins. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
IV. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Marie Zeller moved to approve the minutes of September 14, 2010.  Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed by individual voice vote.  
V. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Leroy Herrera moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Marie Zeller seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  

VI. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

B. Maintenance: Irrigation system will be drained this week. A shortened, cost-saving fall cleanup concluded Sunday.   

C. Treasurer: Becky presented the 2011 Preliminary Budget and the Workshop date was set for November 3, 2010 at 5:30 p.m.

D. Planning:
· The Solar Light Project may have to be replaced by LED lights. 

· Two bids for the replacement of the HVAC systems in the Towns’ buildings have been received. This will be covered by a no-match grant received by La Plata County from the Governor’s Energy Office. 

· Three new business are interested in opening in Ignacio. 

· The AmeriCorps person selected to work in Planning has declined the job. An ad will be placed in the local newspaper for the position. 
· Chris May is interested in continuing on the Planning Commission, his term has expired. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to re-appoint Chris May to the Planning Commission. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

· Painting the Town Hall was addressed. The Mayor offered to buy some paint and furnish the sprayer. Volunteers will be sought. The painting may be done in spring.  

VII. Old Business: 

A. Sidekick Lounge Liquor License – A letter from Chief Kirk Phillips explaining an incident at the Sidekick Lounge satisfied the Board of any concerns. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the Sidekick Lounge Liquor License. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

VIII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $7.58 to $6.57 (a decrease of $1.01 per mcf) Trustee Marie Zeller moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

B. CDBG Grant Application – No Action 
C. Resolution 06-2010 – Supporting Special Use Permit for 730 Browning Avenue – Pat explained 730 Browning Avenue lies in a R-2 Zone which mandates a permanent foundation for a mobile home. Tom Atencio is replacing an old mobile home with a newer model and is making a special request to the Planning Commission to allow for an impermanent foundation. The Planning Commission meets next week to hold a Public Hearing on Thursday, October 14 to consider the Special Use Permit and if the planning Commission approves the request, the owner would like the Town Board to have pre-approved the granting of this Special Use so construction may proceed by passing Resolution 06-2010. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve Resolution 06-2010 supporting the Special Use Permit allowing a Mobile Home on an impermanent foundation in the R-2 Zoning District after October 15, 2010. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
IX. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager: In addition to comments made in the Manager’s memo

SUCAP is running a raffle for a mobile home donated by BP. SUCAP is requesting the Town allow the mobile home to be placed on an empty lot owned by the Town west of Candelaria Property temporarily until the raffle is complete and the mobile home can be moved. The Board agreed by consensus to allow SUCAP to park the mobile home for one year on the west end of Candelaria property. 

B. Town Attorney: No Report  

X. Miscellaneous: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins invited the Board, Staff and audience to attend the Rally Appreciation Party at the Billy Goat Saloon Friday, October 22 at 7:00 p.m. Pat Senecal asked the Board if staff could plan the Annual Volunteer Party one hour before the regular Town Board meeting in November. 

Trustee Ray Larsen moved to hold an executive session to discuss the sale of real estate property interest under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(a). Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. The regular meeting was closed at 8:10 p.m. The executive session was held for the purpose previously stated. The executive session was closed and the regular meeting was opened at 8:35 p.m.

Trustee Ray Larsen moved to instruct staff and Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney to continue negotiations for the sale of real estate property on Rock Creek II. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed by individual voice vote. 
XI. Adjournment: Being no further business before the Board, Mayor Whitt adjourned the meeting at 8:45 p.m. The next regular meeting will be November 9, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the Abel F. Atencio Community Center at 570 Goddard Avenue.
