REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, November 9, 2010

Public Hearing – Town Code – The Town shall provide at least thirty day’s notice of any proposed change to rates, fees, fines or assessments to the public through the Town’s Newsletter and by other similar means prior to the meeting where the change will be considered. Changes to utility rates presented at this hearing were the natural gas rate adjustment, the Business Chapter Fees and Fine Schedule, and for public to comment on the 2010 Comprehensive Plan of the Town of Ignacio. The Hearing was open at 7:00 p.m. No comments from the public. The meeting was closed at 7:02. 

I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins called the regular meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Trustees Present: Ray Larsen, Lawrence Bartley, Leroy Herrera (arrived at 7:06) and Marie Zeller. Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager; Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk, Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney (arrived at 7:21 p.m.) and Chief of Police Kirk Phillips. In the audience: James Brown, Planning Commission Member, and daughters Jamie and Rachel Brown, Trudy Kramer for “Safe Routes to School” from SUCAP, Ophelia Wilkins and Liz Baldwin for Colorado Housing, Inc., Patrick Young of the Durango Herald, Carol McWilliams of the Pine River Times.
II. Public Comment:  

1. Trudy Kramer for ‘Safe Routes to School’, which is an international program to promote healthy lifestyles, encouraging kids to walk or bike to school. With many of the students riding buses to school, October 6 was set to have them walk during PE class. SUCAP is working on grants for trails and bike paths. Bike helmets are available at SUCAP.

2. Ophelia Wilkins and Liz Baldwin from Colorado Housing, Inc. are leading an outreach effort to find a qualified buyer for the home on Romero Avenue. There are two prospective clients working on the mortgage readiness process before the final selection is made. We are looking for future affordable housing projects in Ignacio.  

III. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the minutes of October 12, 2010. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed by individual voice vote.  
IV. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Zeller had a question regarding payroll, and because it involved employees, Balty asked her to direct her questions to the Town Finance Officer, Becky Ski. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Marie Zeller seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  

V. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

A. Police Dept:   

B. Maintenance:  A sewer problem is being resolved. Two employees are working on getting their CDL. 

C. Treasurer: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins mentioned the town should seek bids for those doing contract work for the Town like attorney, engineer, judge, IT, etc.

D. Planning: Current planning issues: 2 building permits; 3 potential businesses; Americorps interviews; additional funds received by 4Core for projects in the County; appointees for Board of Adjustment and Planning Commission and fees and fines in the Business chapter of the Municipal Code. A change to the municipal code regarding temporary businesses will be presented in December. Discussion regarding a temporary use business followed.

VI. Old Business: 

A. Ordinance #285 - Comprehensive Plan 2010. Planning Commission has been making revisions and making necessary changes and additions to the Comprehensive Plan. The Plan sets guidelines and standards to promote appropriate growth within the Town and accommodate changing needs of its citizens. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to adopt Ordinance #285 – 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Ignacio. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  

VII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $6.57 to $6.95 (an increase of $.38 per mcf) Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

B. Pinon Liquors Liquor License Renewal – Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the Pinon Liquors Liquor License Renewal. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
C. Ordinance #284 – Business Chapter Fees and Fine Schedule – Pat explained the Ordinance established a consistency in setting fees, renewals and a penalty process for noncompliance in the Business Chapter. There was a brief discussion regarding a penalty for business owner’s failure to renew their license within the allowed time. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to adopt Ordinance #284 – Fees and Fine Schedule. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

D. Re-Appoint Board of Adjustment Members – Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to re-appoint Sally Bean to the Board of Adjustment and Marie Lucero as alternative.  Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously.  
VIII. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager: In addition to comments made in the Manager’s memo

· Balty personally thanked the Board for its work in helping to defeat the ballot issues that would have drastically affected the State and local governments to operate.

· The last quarterly meeting with the County Commissions will be held Thursday, November 18 for a breakfast meeting at the Sky Ute Casino. 

· Final approval of the assumption of the Sanitation District loan from USDA is still pending.

· PUC Inspector Steve Pott did annual inspection on the gas mainline this week. 

· Town Hall will be closed Friday to celebrate Veteran’s Day. 

B. Town Attorney: Richard Olguin has not signed the Right of Way on Rock Creek Complex.
