REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, December 14, 2010

6:30 2010 Supplemental Budget Hearing – No Public Comment The Supplemental Budget was required due to unanticipated revenues from the Limited Gaming Grant, settlement and repayment of El Paso Road repair and additional sales tax from the County.

6:45 2010 Budget Hearing – No Public Comment Questions regarding insurance, contract services and phone service were answered. 

7:00 Public Hearing as required by Town Code and Colorado Law – Natural Gas Rate Adjustment and Business Chapter Revised – No Public comment.  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins mentioned the vendor permit section did not include the rally vendor permit fee. Attorney Dirk Nelson stated that the Board reviews and sets the rally vendor permit fee annually and this can be included in that section. There were some minor changes to the sales tax section that will be corrected. The Board or Trustees, staff and audience went outside to view the new LED Streetlight installed earlier in the day. 

There was no public present aside from the Board of Trustees and staff. Those present were Mayor George Whitt, Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees Lawrence Bartley, Ray Larsen and Marie Zeller. Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager, Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Rebecca Dziarnowski (Becky Ski), Town Treasurer, Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk, Miriam Gillow-Wiles, new town intern employed by AmeriCorps, James Brown, Town employee and Planning Commission Member, and from Pine River Times, Carole McWilliams. 
I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt called the regular meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. Trustees Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Ray Larsen, Lawrence Bartley, and Marie Zeller. Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager; Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk, Becky Ski, Treasurer, Dirk Nelson, Attorney, James Brown, Maintenance employee and Planning Commission Member. Audience: Robert Perry, Angela Diaz, Marty Zwisler and Carole McWilliams of the Pine River Times. 
II. Public Comment:  

Robert Perry, Wellness Coach for Tribal Court and Angela Diaz requested funds ($462) to help provide the community with a New Year’s Celebration Powwow that promotes sobriety, entertainment, and a free dinner at Ignacio High School. Following questions from the Board and hearing of all the agencies participating and contributing toward the event, the Board agreed to provide the funds to purchase New Year’s party favors. Mayor George Whitt and Town Manager Balty Quintana each donated $100. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to approve the Town contribute $262 toward the event. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously.  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins pointed out that the Board had previously decided to stop all contribution requests due to budget shortfalls. Since then they have contributed to two requests. It was suggested that the Board will no longer accept requests for funds. The Board must decide which way they want to go on this and stick to it.

Pat introduced Miriam Gillow-Wiles as the new Town intern under the Americorps program.

III. Approval of Minutes: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins mentioned that she chaired the November 9, meeting. This will be reflected in the minutes. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the minutes of November 3 and November 9. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
IV. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Marie Zeller moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Ray Larsen seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  

V. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

B. Maintenance: James Brown was hired to replace Richard Ahart.  

C. Treasurer: 

D. Planning: There has been an increased interest in new businesses. Meetings attended by Pat include the Climate Showcase Community meeting. A grant they received is to do commercial business energy audits in the area. The EPA is seeking local partners to send college interns to research other kinds on energy conservation. Balty and Pat have discussed a proposal to combine the fleet management in the community to be more efficient and educate the fleet people about how to reduce fuel consumption. The Planning Commission did amazing work this year, upgraded the five-year land use goals, completed the Comprehensive Plan, and will be working on simplifying the zoning districts next. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to appoint Thomas Atencio to the Planning Commission. Seconded by Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins. The motion passed by unanimous voice vote.
VI. Old Business: 

A. LED Lighting Update – Marty Zwisler, was contracted by the Town to insure DOLA Energy Grant funds are used to replace pedestrian lampposts fixtures on Goddard Avenue with more energy efficient lights. In weighing the pros and cons of individually powered solar lights, we found utilizing the existing electrical light posts and replacing the light fixtures with more efficient LED lights was the best option to reduce energy costs by over sixty percent, improving the quality of the light and reducing ongoing maintenance costs. Marty further explained the costs, design, installation plan and warranties. All questions and concerns were addressed. The lights must be purchased before year’s end to qualify for a $200/per light rebate from La Plata Electric Assoc. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to authorize the lighting project to move forward. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins mentioned the Chamber could be approached for a cost-sharing contribution. Other funding options were discussed. 

VII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $6.95 to $6.27 (a decrease of $.68 per mcf) Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

B. Resolution 07 – 2010 – Adoption of 2011 Budget – Trustee Marie Zeller moved to adopt Resolution #07-2010, adoption of the 2011 Budget for the Town of Ignacio. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
C. Ordinance #286 – Appropriation for 2011 Budget – Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to adopt Ordinance #286 – Appropriating the 2011 Budget for the Town of Ignacio. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.
D. Resolution 08-2010 – Set Mill Levy – Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to adopt Resolution #08-2010, setting the Mill Levy for the Town of Ignacio. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.
E. Ordinance #287 – Supplemental Budget for 2010 – Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to adopt Ordinance #287, approving the Supplemental Budget for 2010 for the Town of Ignacio. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
F. Ordinance #288 – Amend Municipal Code: Business Chapter –With the corrections mentioned in the Public Hearing earlier, Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to adopt Ordinance #288, amending the Municipal Code, Business Chapter. Seconded by Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

G. Regional Housing Alliance Appointment of James Brown. Balty explained that James Brown has expressed interest on serving on the Regional Housing Alliance Board. If appointed, he will attend the meetings during the day once a month while on the clock. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to appoint James Brown to the Regional Housing Alliance Board. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

H. Amend IGA with AXIS (Detox) – The Town’s share of $7180 is in the 2011 Budget. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the amended intergovernmental agreement with AXIS. Seconded by Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.

I. Amend IGA with Regional Housing Alliance and Funding Agreement – The Town’s share is $4000, which is in the 2011 Budget. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to approve the amended intergovernmental agreement with Regional Housing Alliance and Funding Agreement. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed by individual voice vote. 

VIII. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager: In addition to comments made in the Manager’s memo

Balty will give the Board a detailed report of his activities for the month. He has been preoccupied with personal family issues.  

B. Town Attorney: Dirk has been informed that Olguin signed the agreement and the Town is awaiting payment pending the bank releasing the right of way. 

IX. Miscellaneous: 

· “If I Were Mayor” writing contest sponsored by CML was given the Board’s consensus to proceed. 

· Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins asked the Board to request the Downtown Design Committee, the Downtown Steering Committee and other organizations under the Town’s pervue attend the Board meetings. Misinformation is reaching the Chamber of Commerce.  

· The Town’s Christmas potluck will be held tomorrow, Wednesday, December 15, 2010 at 5:30. All Board members are invited. 

X. Adjournment: Being no further business before the Board, Mayor Whitt adjourned the meeting at 9:28 p.m. The next regular meeting will be January 11, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the Abel F. Atencio Community Center at 570 Goddard Avenue.
