REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

6:00 Hearing with the Chamber of Commerce Executive Committee to discuss the 2011 Ignacio Bike Week Really. Mayor George Whitt opened the public hearing at 6:00 p.m. Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees: Leroy Herrera, Ena Millich, Ray Larsen, and Marie Zeller. Staff: Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk,  Miriam Gillow-Wiles, Planning Intern and James Brown, Maintenance Worker and Planning Commission Member. Chamber of Commerce Executive Committee present were: Susan Visser, Emily Meisner, Annette Gallegos and Mike Pacheco. Audience: Carole McWilliams from Pine River Times.  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to go  into executive session for the purpose of determining positions relative to matters that may be subject to negotiations under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(e). Trustee Leroy Herrera seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. The public hearing was closed at 6:02 p.m. at which time Carol McWilliams left. The rest of those present remained in the executive session. Lawrence Bartley arrived at 6:12 p.m. Attorney Dirk Nelson arrived at 6:50 p.m. The executive session was closed at 7:04 p.m.
7:00 Public Hearing as required by Town Code and Colorado Law – Natural Gas Rate Adjustment Mayor George Whitt opened the public hearing at 7:08 p.m. Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees Leroy Herrera, Ena Millich, Ray Larsen, Lawrence Bartley and Marie Zeller. Staff: Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager; Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk; Sgt. Wes Crume, Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney; Miriam Gillow-Wiles, Planning Intern and James Brown, Maintenance Worker and Planning Commission Member. Audience: Rocco Fuschetto, Superintendent of Ignacio School District, Gina Cosio, Boys and Girls Club Program Coordinator. No Public comment.  
I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt called the regular meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. The same were present as in the 7:00 Public Hearing.
II. Public Comment:  

A. Gina Cosio, Program Coordinator of Boys and Girls Club of the Southern Ute Indian Tribe reported on the first annual Martin Luther King Service Day. As part of a service project with the Town of Ignacio, the club is working to insure that each home in town has a visible address that can be seen by emergency responders. Around 300 homes were surveyed, 250 homes were verified as having visible address numbers, 30 notices were left where address numbers were needed and address numbers were installed to 13 sites. The service project will be ongoing and the club will also be offering support to the Tribal Addressing Project.  

B. Rocco Fuschetto, ED.D – Superintendent of Ignacio School District – outlined some of the challenges he has met and the opportunities offered in this community. Over 400 community members showed up at the November Community meeting, work is continuing on the preparation of a 3-5 year curriculum, preparatory classes for ACT Testing are  beginning in the seventh grade and a facility master plan is underway. Dr. Fuschetto spoke of the study done on the condition of the buildings, renovation plans and the options the School Board is considering as well as funding possibilities such as a bond, grants and raising the mill levy. More community meetings, committee recommendations and other Board decisions are pending. 
III. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Marie Zeller asked that a comment made by Trustee Ena Millich regarding the return of impact fees be included in the minutes of January 11, 2011 under the Planning Report, stating the reason an impact fee was returned. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the minutes of January 11, 2011 with the addition, and the minutes of January 31, 2011. Seconded by Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
IV. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Ray Larsen moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Leroy Herrera seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  

V. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

A. Police Dept:   No Questions
B. Maintenance: Maintenance to police and town vehicles is now being done in-house. 
C. Treasurer: (Lawrence Bartley left at this time)
D. Planning:  Miriam is working on forming a new Youth Planning Commission, with a grant Pat previously wrote. She has also been doing research on codes and commercial development. Rock Creek Complex has come before the Planning Commission to begin its development with conceptual ideas. Miriam has also been working on simplifying the permit process for fences and accessory buildings. Two inquires for professional services businesses have been reviewed. A survey of citizens in the newsletter is inquiring “With no parking impacts, should this type of business be allowed on Browning?”  A public hearing will be held in April to consider code changes. The Downtown Steering Committee is meeting next week to talk about creating an investors group for the businesses in order to match some of the grants. In a summit meeting of the municipalities in the area, discussion of land use and marijuana growth, La Plata County accepted our request to prohibit marijuana growth in our three-mile area.
VI. Old Business: Trustee Ena Millich moved to direct staff and Dirk Nelson to draft a memorandum of understanding between the Chamber of Commerce and the Town, an agreement for the Ignacio Bike Week Rally commitments. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.   
VII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $7.62 to $7.29 (a decrease of $.33 per mcf) Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Ena Millich. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

B. Appoint a Voting Delegate to Colorado Rural Water Assoc. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to appoint Balty Quintana as the Voting Delegate to CRWA with James Brown as alternate. Seconded by Trustee Ena Millich. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
C. Ordinance #289 – Development Standards for Public Improvements Additions. Pat explained that in anticipation of the complex commercial development pending at Rock Creek Complex, Mike Whitney, the town’s engineer reviewed the development standards for public improvements written 4-5 years ago for just local roads, without considerations of access points in commercial areas. He wrote some additions to include curbs and sidewalks and accesses. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins had concerns regarding the possible narrowing of streets, for the safety for bicyclers. Pat responded to her concerns. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to adopt Ordinance #289, Development Standards for Public Improvements. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. (Lawrence Bartley returned at this time.)
D. Ordinance #290 – Chapter IV, Building and Excavation Addition. Advised by Town attorney, engineer and building inspector, because we are responsible for our infrastructure, we need to be able to ask for a performance bond from the contractor for any large commercial development, when the town’s infrastructure may be involved. Trustee Marie Zeller pointed out corrections to the document. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to adopt Ordinance #290, with corrections. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed by a margin of 6-1 with Trustee Ena Millich voting no. 
VIII. Administrative Reports:

B. Town Attorney: The Richard Olguin case is officially closed. All documents have been signed and recorded and payment has been received from the insurance company. Staff is still awaiting a decision by Department of Local Affairs regarding reimbursement.
