7:00 Public Hearing as required by Town Code and Colorado Law – Natural Gas Rate Adjustment –Mayor George Whitt opened the public hearing at 7:00 p.m. Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees Leroy Herrera, Ena Millich, Ray Larsen, and Marie Zeller. Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager, Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk, Kirk Phillips, Chief of Police, Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney, Miriam Gillow-Wiles, Planning Intern and James Brown, Maintenance Worker and Planning Commission Member. I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt called the regular meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Trustees Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees Leroy Herrera, Ena Millich, Ray Larsen, and Marie Zeller. Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager, Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager, Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk, Kirk Phillips, Chief of Police, Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney, Miriam Gillow-Wiles, Planning Intern and James Brown, Maintenance Worker and Planning Commission Member. Audience: Peter Tregillus, Caryl Helman-Schmid, Mel Silva, Richard and Carol Olguin, Karen Wallace, Tory Telep, and from Pine River Times, Carole McWilliams.
II. Balty asked the Board to amend the Agenda to include an executive session to discuss negotiations under the Town Manager Report. The Board agreed by consensus. 
III. Public Comment:  

A. A $500 donation to Youth Baseball Program from Louie Valdez Family presented by Troy Valdez, as a memorial to Louie Valdez for the many years he dedicated to the program.
B. Goddard Avenue Streetscape Plans – Caryl Helman-Schmid stated the Downtown Steering Committee, sponsored by the Town Board, was formed in 2008. She explained its composition, its mission and goals. The Committee has been working on a downtown streetscape design concept that includes bulb-outs, wider sidewalks, better lighting and landscaping. Caryl asked for the Board’s support and would like to present this to other agencies. The Board’s response was positive. She thanked the Board for sponsoring the Committee and giving them the opportunity to have some input in the future of the community.  
C. Ignacio Community Collaboration – SUCAP – Tory Telep explained ICC has been in existence for five years, the make-up of ICC, and the service it provides. The Collaboration was funded by a Colorado Trust Grant that will expire in 2011. ICC is trying to find ways to sustain itself with minimal fees. Karen Wallace, counselor for ICC gave the statistics of service provided, which demonstrated support services given to a diverse and multigenerational population. 
IV. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Marie Zeller moved to approve the minutes of November 3 and December 14, 2010. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
V. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Ray Larsen moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Marie Zeller seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  

VI. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

B. Maintenance: Snow removal accomplished fairly easy this month. Good job from Trustee Zeller.

D. Planning: Goddard lights were ordered before year’s end qualifying us for a rebate. Lights should arrive in March, and will be installed shortly afterward. The heating system has been completed, in spite of a few problems. EPA contacted us for a potential project to research the areas’ fleet management. Miriam is working with SUCAP on the new Youth Planning Commission. Boys and Girls Club is working on the Town Addressing Project. New businesses continue to show interest. Pat reviewed the 2010 building permits, the fees received and the permitting costs. Impact fees waived and returned created quite a deficit. This impacted the Town Budget resulting in the loss of grant funds received from GOCO for park improvements. Trustee Ena Millich mentioned that $3000.00 of the impact fees returned was on property that should not have been collected.
VII. Old Business: 

A. Americorps Contract:  Pat explained the Contract outlines the responsibilities with SUCAP as the Operating Site and the Town as the Service Location for the AmeriCorps Intern, Miriam Gillow-Wiles, with each agency agreeing to pay one-half of her salary. Pat is taking one week off per month to provide funds for this position so as not to impact the Town’s Budget. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the AmeriCorps Contract. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
VIII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $6.27 to $7.62 (an increase of $1.35 per mcf) Trustee Leroy Herrera moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 

B. Approve Legal Posting Locations (Town Hall, Post Office, Ignacio Library). Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the Legal Posting Locations for 2011. Seconded by Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
IX. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager: In addition to comments made in the Manager’s memo

· The HVAC System is working after minor adjustments.

· Talks continue with Growth Fund re: Rock Creek II land transactions. Low Income Housing requirements must be met for State Grant.
· The cold weather may create problems with frozen water lines.
· Olguin case has been settled. Documents will be signed this week. 

· Balty recommended a closed session to discuss negotiations with the Chamber’s memorandum of understanding for Ignacio Bike Week.

Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to have the Board move into executive session for the purpose of determining positions relative to matters that may be subject to negotiations under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(e). Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
