I.
Call Meeting to Order/ Roll Call/ Agenda Approval:

James Brown moved to address as much on the agenda as possible. Seconded by Donna Young, passed by unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Minutes for March 2011:

James Brown moved to table approval the minutes.  Seconded by Donna Young, passed by unanimous voice vote.

Team Meeting Standards
James Brown motioned to table this section due to lack of PC Members, especially Tom Atencio. Seconded by Donna Young, passed by unanimous voice vote

IV.      Old Business:

A. Zoning Review: Sign distance clarification at intersections. Pictures reviewed with the code changes. 
1. James Brown moved to recommend code changes to Town Board. Seconded by Donna Young, and passed by unanimous voice vote.
B. Review of Town Board vote on zoning changes to Browning Ave residential zones.  Discussion of the Town Board meeting and no vote on zoning changes. PC Members and Lana Jo Chapin discussed a recommendation to Town Board to send any new information, documents, or other requests which PC and or Staff have not seen regarding zoning changes that the TB tables and sends back to PC for review.
1. Was not voted on, but had full consensus of PC for recommendation to Town Board.
C. Rock Creek II Update. Pat has been working on contracts between the Southern Ute Indian Tribe Growth Fund, Town of Ignacio, and Department of Local Affairs to come to an agreement on the Rock Creek II affordable/attainable low income housing subdivision. SUIT Growth Fund and Permanent Fund Boards will vote by end of April on contract. The Town will be keeping 5.6 acres for a multi-family housing development under the proposed contract.

New Business

A. Checklist – Fences

Miriam went through an overview of the check list and how this should help streamline the application and questions regarding putting in a new fence. Chris May had recommendations regarding the time frame to do locates and potentially planting in Town Right-of-Ways. Discussion regarding questions on Schedule 3B and height of tress into overhead lines also occurred.
B. Checklist – Accessory Buildings

Miriam went through an overview of the checklist and how it may help streamline questions and the application process. Chris May brought up the time frame for Town Maintenance to do locates, as well as finding height requirements for overhead lines on property.

C. Sign Code Handbook

Miriam explained the new Sign Code Handbook and the reasons behind creating this versus just using the sign code. Discussion around definitions and what the Town currently has as signs was initiated by Chris May. Though no approval was needed, there was a motion to table the discussion of the Sign Code Handbook until more definitions of types of signs could be incorporated.

1. Chris May moved to table discussion of the Sign Code Handbook, seconded by James Brown, passed by unanimous voice vote.
D. Zoning Review – Sign Code

Miriam explained while going through the Sign Code to create the Sign Code Handbook, she found some typos and a few items which needed clarification in the Municipal Sign Code. These were shown in Word Track Changes Format. Chris May commented on the change of formatting from a previous version of Word, and the size in which the changes were made. Miriam said she would try to make the font size larger and easier to understand.

1. Chris May moved to table the changes and recommendation to Town Board, seconded by Donna Young, passed by unanimous voice vote.
E. Zoning Review – Utility Distribution in Residential Zones

Pat explained that we do not have any municipal code regarding the distribution of utilities in our residential zones. Pat showed research from other local communities as to how they regulate utility distribution via municipal code. Lana Jo Chapin commented on the difference between the words of distribution facility and distribution system as well as the issue of a Use By Right in all districts for a facility distribution in Ignacio being too broad.
1. Chris May moved to table changing municipal code to include limitations of utility distribution in residential zones, James Brown seconded, passed by unanimous voice vote.
