REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, April 12, 2011
7:00 p.m. Public Hearing as required by Town Code and Colorado Law – Natural Gas Rate Adjustment Mayor George Whitt opened the public hearing at 7:00 p.m. Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees Ena Millich, Ray Larsen and Leroy Herrera. (Trustee Marie Zeller was excused). Staff: Balty Quintana, Town Manager, Pat Senecal, Assistant to Town Manager; Georgann Valdez, Town Clerk; Dirk Nelson, Town Attorney; Miriam Gillow-Wiles, Planning Intern and James Brown, Maintenance Field Supervisor. Audience:  McKean Martinez, Louis and Inez Martinez, Stella Cox, Caryl Schmid, Samantha Pinnecoose, Bill Rose and Pat Morrissey. No Comment at the Public Hearing.
Amend Agenda:  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to amend the Agenda to add: under Public Comment Sexual Assault Awareness Month and under New Business the Chamber of Commerce Special Event Permit Application. Trustee Ray Larsen seconded.  The motion passed by individual voice vote.

I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. The same were present as in the Public Hearing.
II. Public Comment:  

A. Earth Day Proclamation: Pat Senecal read the Earth Day Proclamation. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to Proclaim April 22 as Earth Day. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
B. Sexual Assault Awareness Month Proclamation: Samantha Pinnecoose, Native American Coordinator for Our Sister’s Keeper Coalition requested public support in proclaiming April as Sexual Assault Awareness Month and encourages all community members to become part of the solution in ending sexual violence through education and awareness. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to adopt the Proclamation. Seconded by Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
C. McKean Martinez wanted to discuss his pay cut. Following Dirk Nelson’s advice, Trustee Ena Millich moved the Board set an executive meeting for Monday, April 18 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss personnel issues. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
III. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the minutes of March 8. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to approve the minutes of March 15, 2011.  Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
IV. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Ray Larsen moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Leroy Herrera seconded. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
V. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

A. Police Dept:   

B. Maintenance: Reported a house fire at 775 Browning and how maintenance assisted. The framework of the awning is for sale. 
C. Treasurer: Questions regarding Statement of Expenditures will be directed to Finance Officer Becky Ski.
D. Planning:  Caryl Schmid from Downtown Design Committee reported no new activity; James Dietrich has not worked toward finalizing plans for the Ute Street one-way or estimates for the gateways so we can pursue funding. Met with Farmers Market people to kick off in June. Money was donated by a citizen to have the Town Hall painted Saturday, April 30th. Volunteers are being sought. 
Miriam explained the grants received to redo the Town’s website and set up online payments for services. She answered questions from the Board. She attended a planning training in Durango and will be attending the Colorado Municipal League Annual Conference in June in Vail under full scholarship.  Another grant was received to replace the tree in front of Town Hall. Code review is ongoing.

Pat has been preparing the documentation for the Growth Fund Contract. The School Board agreed to give the Town a 60 foot easement on Candelaria Lane. The Final Plat will be prepared in the future. The School and Town are working with the Tribe on obtaining the old casino sign and relocating it.  
VI. Old Business:  
A. Growth Fund Contract on Rock Creek – A contract for the proposed sale by the Town 54.4 acres in Rock Creek II to the Growth Fund, a division of the Southern Ute Indian Tribe. The Town will retain 5.6 acres for affordable housing. The State has allowed us to keep that to meet the $450,000 Grant conditions. The $365,000 received from the Growth Fund will be earmarked for infrastructure costs and the development of the affordable housing. Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the Growth Fund Contract. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed by 4-1 vote, with Trustee Ena Millich voting no.
B. Department of Local Affairs Letter of Intent: The State has submitted a letter of intent to amend the contract with the Town related to grant funding for affordable housing.  Through a sale of a parcel of land at Rock Creek II to the Growth Fund, the Town will retain 5.6 acres and 9.8 acres to be developed into deed restricted affordable housing. Trustee Leroy Herrera moved to accept the Letter of Intent, and it conditions from the Department of Local Affairs. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed by a 4-1 vote with Trustee Ena Millich voting no. 
VII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $7.57 to $6.97 (a decrease of $.60 per mcf) Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Ena Millich. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.
B. Main Liquor License Renewal – Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the Main Liquor License Renewal. Seconded by Trustee Ena Millich. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
C. Transit Waste Contract Renewal – Following a bid process, Transit Waste WCA quoted the lowest rates for refuse collection and disposal service. Bill Rose, General Manager was present for any questions. Transit Waste is the current provider with the current contract due to expire in June. Concerns were addressed. Trustee Ena Millich moved to approve the WCA Transit Waste Contract for five years with possible extension. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote with Trustee Lawrence Bartley abstaining. (Lawrence Bartley arrived at 7:55 p.m.)
D. Chamber of Commerce Special Events Permit Application for Ignacio Bike Week – Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins moved to set a hearing for Tuesday, May 10 at 6:45 to hear any comments regarding a Special Events Permit application from the Chamber of Commerce for Ignacio Bike Week. Seconded by Trustee Ena Millich. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.    
VIII. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager:  In addition to comments in the Manager’s memo:
· The cost to remove the water tanks was prohibitive to the water district. James is still seeking alternatives to discard them.
· LPYS representatives were unable to attend this month’s meeting.

· The raw water is being charged this week. 

· Community Service workers are being sought for Spring Clean Up. 

· The Town is participating in the Hire Seniors Program initiated by SUCAP.
