REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, June 14, 2011
7:00 p.m. Public Hearing as required by Town Code and Colorado Law – Natural Gas Rate Adjustment – Tom Atencio asked if this increase was brought on by the Tribe. Balty explained this increase is passed on to the consumers. 
Present:  Mayor George Whitt, Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees Ena Millich, Marie Zeller, Ray Larsen and Leroy Herrera. I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor George Whitt asked Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins to run the meeting and she called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
II. Public Comment:  

A. Merion Sharpe: Farmers Market representative proposed a rate change from $5/day; $20/week, $40/month and $75/year to $4/day; $20/monthly and $50/seasonally. Ms. Sharpe explained that any citizen using the park for any other purpose pays $20.00 for the whole day. The Farmer’s Market, with an average of 10 vendors, the Town collects up to $50.00 for a half day’s use. She felt the Farmer’s Market is not being charged equally and by paying the higher fees, they don’t have money for advertising. Trustee Ena Millich was in favor of lowering the fees, it’s expensive to grow a garden and it is a wonderful addition to the community. The venue runs every Thursday from June 23 to October 20. The Town’s concerns were the trucks driving on the grassy area, thus destroying the turf, and that it is important to know who the vendors are. After further discussion, the board agreed it was necessary to have the vendors register weekly and were willing to adjust the rates as requested, with the exception that the day permits remain at $5.00.Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the fee adjustment to $5/day, $20/week and $50/seasonal, to have the vendors register weekly, no driving on the grass and to work out details with staff. Seconded by Trustee Ena Millich. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
B. Tom Atencio and Victor Atencio asked the Board what was taking so long to get the Al Dustin burned house at 775 Browning Avenue demolished. Balty assured them the contractor, Ian Wienriech has taken the necessary steps to determine the extent of asbestos in the house and has applied to the State for the permit to allow for proper removal and demolition. Mr. Victor Atencio and his wife Dolores have had to move to one of their rentals due to the smell and debris when the wind blows causing health issues for Mrs. Atencio. They have also witnessed people going into the burned house and removing items, crossing the barrier ribbon. It has gone on two months and they have seen no progress. Mr. Tom Atencio asked if the Board could call the State to speed up the permit process. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins stated she would write a letter to the health department at the State to inquire as to the delay in issuing the permit. She also asked for them to notify the police whenever they see anyone entering the property. The abatement and condemnation issue was brought up, but staff explained this process would take longer. Balty agreed to draft the letter. 
C. Pete Vigil asked the Board to waive the irrigation fees for Hildy Ochtrup at 102 Piedra because she is in an assisted living quarters and he would like to keep her lawn watered. Mayor George Whitt moved to waive the irrigation fees for Hildy Ochtrup at 102 Piedra. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
D. Ken Bray reported the grass has grown very high on the property adjacent to their home. Pete Vigil offered to cut the grass. 
III. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Marie Zeller moved to approve the minutes of May 10, 2011. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
IV. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Leroy Herrera moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Ray Larsen seconded. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
V. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

A. Police Dept:   The department has been working on policies and grants. Busy summer.
B. Maintenance: 
C. Recreation:  Wildcats Girls Basketball team earned $2552.00 after three weeks of running the concession stand providing snacks for the youth baseball program. Wildcats will be using their funds for summer camps and tournaments. Duke Baker will finish the season for the AABC baseball program.
D. Treasurer: 
E. Planning:   Miriam reported she is researching a water conservation grant, for a drought mitigation plan. She will be attending website training and attending the CML Conference next week. 
VI. Old Business:  
A. Chamber of Commerce Special Event Permit Application – Olguin Property:  A State Inspector will be here on Monday, June 20 to review the Storm Water Runoff Permit status on the Richard Olguin property. This is a condition of approval for the Chamber of Commerce Special Event Permit application for Ignacio Bike Week for the Labor Day weekend. No action was taken.
B. Reset Public Hearing for Rezoning and Subdivision of Rock Creek II – There was a discussion regarding the sale of the property. Trustee Leroy Herrera moved to reset the public hearing for rezoning and subdivision of Rock Creek II to July 12 at 6:45 p.m. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. Staff is taking suggestions for names for the new subdivision.
VII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $7:02 to $7.53 (an increase of .45 per mcf) Trustee Ray Larsen moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Mayor George Whitt. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.
B. 2010 Audit Draft Approval - Mayor George Whitt moved to table the approval for the July 12 Board Meeting. Seconded by Trustee Ray Larsen. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.
C. Patio Restaurant Liquor License Renewal – Trustee Marie Zeller moved to approve the Patio Restaurant Liquor License Renewal. Seconded by Mayor George Whitt. The motion passed by 5-1 individual voice vote, with Trustee Ray Larsen voting no. 
D. Gaming Grant Application Approval – Chief Phillips is applying for $131,000 from the State’s Gaming Grant Funds, for operating costs and a new police vehicle. When asked by a citizen in the audience if a new officer was going to be hired, Sgt. Crume explained gaming grant funds are not for additional staff but can pay for the Town’s part-time police officer. The Board must approve the application. Trustee Marie Zeller moved to approve the Gaming Grant Application. Seconded by Trustee Ena Millich. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
E. Approval of EEOC and LEP Department of Justice Compliance Policies – Becky explained the audit of the SUCAP grants where the Town is the lead agency required new policies be set to meet the federal guidelines for Equal Employment Opportunity and Limited English Proficiency. Trustee Leroy Herrera moved to approve the EEOC and LEP Department of Justice Compliance Policies. Seconded by Mayor George Whitt. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. Trustee Zeller asked if the EEOC and LEP poster be posted in the front office.
F. Ordinance #293 – Amend Municipal Code, Chapter VIII – Criminal Offenses- Pat explained the amendment was necessary to add Administration notes when Colorado State Law changes occur related to years, fines, fees or other numbers. When the intent, position or content is changed, approval of a new ordinance will occur. For instance when ‘Theft by Check’ (8-2-5(3), the amount was changed from $600 to $1000, the content was not changed but the amount was increased. Trustee Ena Millich moved to adopt Ordinance #293 with the Board being notified of all changes. Seconded by Mayor George Whitt. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
G. Ordinance #294 – Amend Municipal Code, Chapter III – Land Use – Intersections – Miriam stated the purpose for amending the Code was to adjust the setbacks on corners, stating, no fence, wall, shrubs, tree or other sight obstruction over 2.5 feet may be placed within a triangle on the property adjoining the roadways.  A statement in the written ordinance requiring the owner to have a surveyed plat was questioned and after discussion was removed. Ena Millich moved to adopt Ordinance #294 amending the municipal code (Chapter III, Land Use, Section 3-6-3, Intersections) eliminated the statement ‘this may require the owner to have a surveyed plat or locate the boundary pins in order to have the correct location of the lot lines’. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
H. Town of Ignacio/Glen Walker Agreement (Private Sewer Line) – Balty explained staff had reached an agreement to pay one half of the cost of $5989.10 for sewer line replacement and repairs paid by Glen Walker. The Town’s Engineer, Mike Whitney will pay one half of the Town’s share. These repairs were necessary when the new water mainline was installed, it was placed directly under the sewer line causing a bow in the line which would not allow it to drain.  Total cost of the repairs Tom Atencio questioned what can be done in the future to prevent this from happening again. Balty explained it had been more than three years since the water mainline had been installed and the contractor was released of all liability after a year when the warranty period expired, which is common practice. The situation was unforeseen and does not happen often.  Trustee Ena Millich moved to approve payment of one half of the costs of repairs for Walker’s sewer line. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. 
VIII. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager:  In addition to comments in the Manager’s memo:
· I attended a conference in Nathrop, Colorado on the Board Band effort being done in the southwest corner of the state named SCAN (Southwest Colorado Access Network). A MOU will be brought before the Board in the near future.
· I’m working with La Plata Youth Services, police department and school principals to provide services for the youth in the area before they have to deal with law enforcement. 
· The MOU was signed with the Chamber of Commerce for the Ignacio Bike Week following some minor changes.

Trustee Ena Millich moved to go into executive session to discuss a personnel matter under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(2)(f). Attendees in the executive session: Mayor George Whitt, Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins, Trustees Ena Millich, Leroy Herrera, Marie Zeller and Ray Larsen, Attorney Dirk Nelson and Town Manager Balty Quintana. Seconded by Mayor George Whitt seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. The time is now: 8:42 p.m. and the regular meeting has been closed. At 9:15 the executive session was concluded and the regular meeting was called back to order. No action was taken following the executive session and the meeting was held for the purpose previously stated.
