REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN OF IGNACIO

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Tuesday, September 13, 2011
7:00 p.m. Public Hearing as required by Town Code and Colorado Law – Natural Gas Rate Adjustment. No Comment
Town Board Present: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins; Trustees: Lawrence Bartley, Leroy Herrera, Ena Millich, Ray Larsen and Marie Zeller. Mayor George Whitt was excused. 

Staff:  Acting Town Manager and Chief of Police Kirk Phillips, Town Clerk Georgann Valdez, James Brown, Maintenance Supervisor, Planner Miriam Gillow-Wiles and Town Attorney Dirk Nelson. 

Speakers: Amanda Saunders and Teresa Shishim (4CORE); Roger Zalneraitis (LPEDA), Michael McVaugh, Traffic and Safety Engineer for CDOT, Jim Davis, Director of Public Works for La Plata County and Rodney Class-Erickson, Planner for Southern Ute Indian Tribe.

I. Call Regular Meeting to Order:  Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. The same attendees were present as were in the public hearing at 7:00 p.m.
II. Public Comment:
A. 4CORE – Amanda Saunders, Program Coordinator and Teresa Shishim, Program Manager thanked the Board for its support of 4CORE.  It is a non- profit organization that serves five counties to advance resource efficiency through grants and contributions. Ignacio contributed $2,000.00 in 2011 and 2010, and donated a blower door used for weatherization audits. Ignacio benefitted from last years’ town energy retrofits done on several residences, resulting in lower heating costs; weatherization of 13 homes and new furnaces for qualified recipients. They requested the Town’s continued support and requested $2,000 for the 2012 year. This will be considered at budget time.  
B. La Plata Economic Development Alliance – Roger Zalneraitis, Director said LPEDA is the successor to LEAD which works on creating quality jobs, drawing new businesses and assisting existing businesses in the County. He explained the organization’s funding and goals and is recruiting members to the Alliance.  Ignacio is hosting the Economic Summit this year at the Casino, the largest business gathering in southwest Colorado. 
III. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to amend the Agenda to include two new items: Resolution 06-2011 under the Police Department report; Approval of Building Inspector Proposal under Old Business and Amend the list of Boards and Representation under Old Business. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 
IV. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Marie Zeller had an addition of “and” to a statement, (Public Comment (F). She disagreed with the numbers staff reported as missed meetings by Trustees Lawrence Bartley and Leroy Herrera and wanted further clarification on missed meetings and which were excused. Staff will research this further. Trustee Ena Millich moved to approve the minutes of the August 9, 2011 regular Board Meeting minutes with corrections, and clarifications. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the August 24, 2011 Special Meeting Minutes. Trustee Marie Zeller seconded. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 
V. Bills to be Paid: Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to have the bills paid. Trustee Leroy Herrera seconded. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.  
VI. Staff Reports: Written Reports enclosed in Board Packets

A. Police Dept: Trustee Marie Zeller moved to approve Resolution 06-2011, retaining the current monthly surcharge rate of $.70 for E-911 Services for the 2012 Year. Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously.  
B. Maintenance: James reported Ignacio is hosting a Regional Housing Alliance home buyer’s class Nov 12 at the Library. When asked, James stated the next testing for water certification has not been posted. Damages done when putting the concrete barriers down during the Rally will be repaired.
C. Treasurer: Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins questioned various line items that are over budget (Website, Travel, Cell Phone, Mosquito Control, Street Repairs, Miscellaneous Expenses and Small Equipment). Chief Phillips explained all cell phone use by the police department is fully covered by the gaming grant. She requested a written report from Becky responding to her inquiries. 
D. Planning: Miriam reported the Colorado Housing Inc., lot on Romero will be returned to the Town and will be offered for sale to the public. Two new businesses will be opening in the near future, Tax Masters and the old Options business. Miriam, Mike McVaugh, from CDOT, Rodney Class-Erickson, Planner for the Southern Ute Indian Tribe and Jim Davis, Director of Public Works for La Plata County gave a brief update of the Ignacio Area Corridor Access Plan (IACAP) and were present to answer questions. The plan is to improve the traffic flow, plan for future growth and increase safety along the corridor. The project has been ongoing for approximately two years to get to the intergovernmental agreement stage between Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT), La Plata County, Southern Ute Indian Tribe and the Town of Ignacio. It was recommended the agencies pass a resolution adopting the corridor access Plan. Funding possibilities are being sought. Miriam reported the Rock Creek III sale was completed and the check is in the bank.  
VII. Old Business:

A. Approval of the Building Inspector RFP Proposal – Miriam reported three proposals were returned. Of the three Mike Shave is the only local licensed, insured building inspector. A firm from Westminster responded but no rates were quoted. The third was not licensed and had limited insurance. Trustee Ena Millich recommended running the Request for Proposals for another two weeks in the Durango Herald and Pine River Times. Miriam reported Mike Shave is filling in for Craig Springe until a replacement is found. Lana Jo Chapin asked if the Board had considered Rex Kuhl’s hourly rate proposal. Mr. Kuhl did not submit a proposal to the RFP and he stated previously that he does not have the general liability insurance required. The Town would not provide the needed insurance for him. Mr. Kuhl stated as a building inspector for the City of Durango, he was covered under the City’s insurance as an employee, and that’s what he was proposing as a part time employee of the Town of Ignacio. When Miriam explained the Town did not carry the Errors and Omissions under the CIRSA insurance for a building inspector, Trustee Millich asked staff to research what it would cost, so it would be fair and everyone can apply for the position. 
B. Appointment of Board Representation – The list of the ten organizations/agencies that Balty (former Town Manager) was representing the Town of Ignacio was presented to the Board. Mayor Protem asked the Board and Staff to review which of these absolutely require representation. Kirk reported the Axis, LPSY, IACAP have financial MOU’s that require representation.  Trustees Ray Larsen and Ena Millich will serve on the SUCAP Board. Trustee Ena Millich is willing to serve as alternate on other Boards, if needed.  Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the appointments of: Kirk to Axis (Detox) and La Plata Youth Services; Miriam to IACAP, Region 9, Regional Transportation Planning and SCAN; Becky/James to Regional Housing Alliance; Georgann/Miriam to Southwest Council of Governments and Trustees Ray Larsen and Ena Millich to SUCAP. Seconded Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. Pat will serve on 4CORE, IACAP and Southwest COG until the end of the year, her planned retirement date.
VIII. New Business:

A. Gas Rate Adjustment from $7.64 to $7.18 (a decrease of .46 per mcf) Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to approve the gas rate adjustment. Seconded by Trustee Mare Zeller. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote.
B. Resolution 05-2011 – Exempting Elected and/or Appointed Officials from Workman’s Compensation Laws. An annual CIRSA requirement, Trustee Ena Millich moved to approve Resolution 05-2011. Seconded by Trustee Marie Zeller. The motion passed by unanimous voice vote.  
C. Ordinance #296 – Authorizing the Certification of certain charges, fees and assessments to the Treasurer of La Plata County for collection. After a brief discussion and explanation of the charges, Trustee Lawrence Bartley moved to adopt Ordinance #296 certifying certain charges to La Plata County Treasurer for collection through property taxes. Seconded by Trustee Leroy Herrera. The motion passed by a vote of 4-2 with Trustees Ena Millich and Marie Zeller voting no. 
IX. Administrative Reports:


A. Town Manager:  No Report. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins thanked staff for all their help and assistance during Ignacio Bike Week. A meeting with the Chamber needs to be scheduled to discuss the Memorandum of Understanding and the financial obligation of the Chamber of Commerce to the Town. Kirk reported having met with the Rally Committee and some issues in the MOU were assumed that we all knew, and the previous Town Manager did know but it wasn’t spelled out. It will be good to clarify those areas that each party is responsible for, particularly those not spelled out in the MOU. Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins suggested the Chamber Board give a report on the Rally and a follow up of the MOU. No dates were suggested but it should happen soon.
X. Miscellaneous: Miriam will poll the Board for a date to schedule a work session to discuss the hiring process of a Town Manager. Job descriptions, is a Town Manager needed or can a current employee fill that position, cost and savings were items to discuss. 
B. Town Attorney:  Executive Session requested. Trustee Ena Millich moved to go into executive session to hear legal advice per C.R.S. 24-6-402(2)(b). Seconded by Trustee Lawrence Bartley. The motion passed unanimously by individual voice vote. The time is now 8:35 p.m. and the regular meeting is adjourned.  At 9:02 p.m. the executive session was concluded and was held for the purpose previously stated. No action was taken as a result of the executive session. 
XI. Adjournment: Being no further business before the Board, Mayor Protem Cecilia Robbins adjourned the meeting at 9:05 p.m. The next regular meeting will be October 11, at 7:00 p.m. at the Abel F. Atencio Community Center at 570 Goddard Avenue.
