ORDINANCE NO. 2006-6
AN ORDINANCE REPEALING AND REENACTING NUISANCE CODE PROVISIONS FOR THE TOWN OF SAGUACHE


WHEREAS,
the Board of Trustees of the Town of Saguache has reviewed the existing provisions of Ordinance No. 45-A pertaining to nuisances and finds the same to be inadequate to the procedural needs of the Town, and

WHEREAS, the Board has conducted a work session with the Town Attorney and County Sheriff concerning the subject of nuisances and methods of abatement of the same, and 

WHEREAS,
the Town Attorney has provided the Board with a draft of a revised nuisance Code for the Town which, with certain deletions, the Board finds acceptable;

Adoption by Reference.  Pursuant to parts 1 and 2 of Article 16 of Title 31, C.R.S., as amended, the Amended Nuisance Code attached hereto is hereby adopted and incorporated into this Ordinance, by reference.  Said Nuisance Code has been compiled and published by the Town Board of Trustees of the Town of Saguache, 504 San Juan, Saguache, CO 81149, and incorporated into this ordinance as if set out in full herein, three (3) copies of which are on file in the office of the Town  Clerk, Town  Hall, Saguache, Colorado.
Penalties.  The following penalties, herewith set forth in full, shall apply to this ordinance:  

(a) It is unlawful for any person to violate any of the provisions of the Code adopted in this ordinance.  

(b)  Every person convicted of a violation of any provision adopted in this ordinance shall be punished by a fine not exceeding three hundred ($300.00), or imprisonment not exceeding ninety (90) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment.  

Severability Clause.  If any part, section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance or of the “Amended Nuisance Code of the Town of Saguache, Colorado” (attached and incorporated herein as Exhibit A) adopted hereby is, for any reason, held to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections of this ordinance or said “Amended Nuisance Code of the Town of Saguache, Colorado”.  The Town Board of Trustees hereby declares that it would have passed this Ordinance and adopted said “Amended Nuisance Code” in each part, section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase thereof, irrespective of the fact that any one or more parts, sections, subsections, sentences, clauses, or phrases become invalid.


NOW THEREFORE, Be it hereby ordained by the Town Board of Trustees of the Town of Saguache, Colorado that Section 10-1-1 through 10-2-12 of Ordinance 45-A (An Ordinance concerned with General Offenses; Nuisances; Offenses against Property; relating to Public Morals; relating to Public Order and Safety; Relating to Minors; relating to Animals; and certain Miscellaneous Offenses) are hereby repealed in their entirety and Sections 10-1-1 and 10-2-1 et. seq. of said Ordinance are reenacted to read as follows:  (See Exhibit A)

DUE TO THE UNCONTROLLED GROWTH OF VEGETATION AND WEEDS IN THE TOWN WHICH WILL COMMENCE DURING THE MONTH OF APRIL 2006, AS WELL AS THE INCREASING BLIGHT RESULTING FROM LACK OF CARE OF CERTAIN PROPERTIES, THE TOWN BOARD OF TRUSTEES FINDS THAT THIS ORDINANCE IS NECESSARY TO THE IMMEDIATE PRESERVATION OF THE PUBLIC PEACE, HEALTH, AND SAFETY, AND SHALL TAKE EFFECT AND BE ENFORCED FROM AND AFTER THE APPROVAL OF THIS ORDINANCE ON FINAL READING.
