Draft Definition of “Historic” for
Proposed Historic Preservation Ordinance

A property may be considered by the City of Monte Vista for historic
designation under the following criteria:

1. The structure is at least 50 years old,

2. The structure has importance to the city in terms of
architectural, cultural, social/political or geographic elements,
and/or

3. The structure is listed upon the state of Colorado and/or

national historical registry.

Properties that are historically designated by the City of Monte Vista

shall fall within one of two tiers, defined as the following:

1. Tier |: Structures residing within the City’s historic overlay
district and/or any structure already listed on the National
Register of Historic Places or the Colorado State Registers of
Historic Properties.

2. Tier Il: Structures meeting one (1) or more criteria for historic
designation that are outside the City’s historic overlay district.

The City’s historic overlay district consists of the area bounded by the
railroad tracks on the northeast, Third Avenue on the south, and
Broadway Avenue on the west.
