The Udall City Council met in a Regular Meeting on Monday, December 14, 2009, at 6:30 p.m., at the city building.  Mayor Lette called the meeting to order.  Janette Adams gave the invocation.  Roll call taken with the following council members present:  Janette Adams, Steve Brown, Bob Clasen, and Randall Smith.  Quorum established.  Also attending were Cortney Shields, Jeff Williams, John Baldwin, Norma Ciskowski, Mary Hilderbrand, Rozella Sherman, Jeremy Billman, Todd Mays, Jerry Hansen and Lulita Hopkins.                                                                     APPROVAL OF AGENDA  MOTION:  Clasen  moved, Brown seconded, approving the agenda as presented.  All voted aye, motion carried. GENERAL DISCUSSION  Presentation to Mary Hilderbrand.  A plaque of appreciation was presented to Mary Hilderbrand for her years of service to the City of Udall.  She has served as city council member and has been very active in organizing the annual Fishing Tournament, active in Fall Festival planning and helping with the Spook Parade.  Presentation to Norma Ciskowski.  Norma was presented with her 10 year pin having been employed with the City of Udall for over 12 years.  Norma was also presented with a gift certificate to Nieve’s and congratulated on her work as Asst. City Clerk and Municipal Court Clerk.
1. Completion of SCIP grant application to State of Kansas on 12-4-2009.  The Mayor reported to the council that a joint effort resulted in the completion and submission of the SCIP (Small Communities Improvement Program) to the State of Kansas.  The funds will make it possible for major renovations to be made to the City Park including new playground equipment, poured rubber tire surface, remodeled restroom facility and completed amphitheater.  We will be notified of results in February or March.
2. Progress on the HOME grant renovations were summarized.  Three homes are in the process of receiving improvements.

MOTION:  Brown moved, Adams seconded, approval of the Consent Agenda approving the minutes for the 
regular meeting of November 9, Treasurer’s Report and Clerk’s Report for the month of November 2009, and 
expenditure report in the amount of $567,577.97.  All voted aye, motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Water Supply Project – Rose Mary Saunders presented a summary of progress to date.  Also presented were pay estimates for both Duling Construction and Maguire Iron.


MOTION:  Clasen moved, Adams seconded, approval of the pay request for Duling Construction in the amount of 
$68,535.54 and Maguire Iron in the amount of $106,323.00.  All vote aye, motion carried.

       Additional pay estimates were presented for Winfield Courier, publication of Ord #632 and Ranson Financial.


MOTION:  Clasen moved, Smith seconded, approval of pay request to Winfield Courier in the amount of $178.45 
and Ranson Financial in the amount of $2,000.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.

       Change Order #1 and Change Order #2 were tabled to later in the meeting on the arrival of Jason Dickman.


NEW BUSINESS:

1. CMB License Applications – Cereal Malt Beverage License applications have been received from Felts One Stop and Kistlers Service.

MOTION:  Brown moved, Clasen seconded, approval of CMB license applications for Felts One Stop and 
Kistler’s Service.  Three voted aye, Adams voted nay.  Motion carried.

2. Resolution #247 adopting the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Council member Steve Brown has been working with Brian Stone of the County Emergency Management providing information on the Udall Community.

MOTION:  Brown moved, Adams seconded, approval of Resolution #247 adopting the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  
All voted aye, motion carried.

3. Cell Tower Proposals – Mayor Lette has been in negotiations with cell phone providers who have approached the City requesting permission to place antennae equipment on the new water tower.  AT&T and Verizon have submitted proposals.  These will require further review and research of what area cities are receiving in water tower leases.

MOTION:  Clasen moved, Adams seconded, tabling the cell tower proposals until further information can be 
obtained.  All voted aye, motion carried. 

4. Adopt Personnel Handbook – The personnel handbook has been reviewed by the council members and discussed with the staff.  Changes in the handbook include limiting maximum sick leave retained at 80 hours and reducing accrued sick leave to 1.54 per pay period.
5. Budgeted Payroll Increases – This item was tabled until later in the meeting.
6. Bonuses, Gift card to retirees, part-time employees, reserves and Santa – Gift cards have been purchased for City of Udall retirees, part-time employees, reserve police officers and Santa’s crew.

MOTION:  Brown moved, Smith seconded, approval of bonuses to full-time employees and gift cards to retirees, 
part-time employees, reserves and Santa.

Jason Dickman arrives at meeting.  Return to Old Business items.

1. Change Order #1 rebore and back fill original bore/sewer break $5,500.00  -  Mayor Lette had questions about this change order.  The engineering firm had been provided with maps noting the location of all lines, prior to the digging the area was marked.  Jason Dickman explained this is one of the additional costs of a project like this, that it is not necessarily anyone’s “fault” however the expense must be met.  It was also pointed out there are funds in the budget for contingency items of $9,034.37.


MOTION:  Smith moved, Adams seconded, to table Change Order #1 until more information is obtained.  
Specifics on the incident are needed in order to reach a decision.  All voted aye, motion carried.

2. Change Order #2 change lettering to graphic logo $4,500.00 – This change order has been reviewed by the Mayor and council showing the graphic logo on one side of the tower and lettering on the other side.


MOTION:  Brown moved, Smith seconded, approval of Change Order #2 in the amount of $4,500.00.  All voted 
aye, motion carried.

Further discussion followed regarding the inclusion of a Terracon statement for $2,112.47 representing Terracon Invoice #T071069 and T074782.  Rose Mary pointed out the testing of the foundation pour is the responsibility of the contractor and the cost should not be passed on to the City.  She has reviewed the $15,542.50 for Poe & Associates for engineering fees and it should be approved.  However, as her budget spreadsheet indicated Poe and Associates has approximately $6,000 remaining in inspecting for the rest of the project.  Jason stated he was aware of this situation and Jim Ubert had approached the mayor by email of the opportunity for additional funds to increase the engineering fee as the project has increased 43% from the initial cost.  The mayor had questions regarding inspection fees and could Poe document that there has been an inspector on duty throughout.  Jason responded that Bob Koerner has been the inspector on the project after Larry Dale left for Texas.  Jason explained that reassigning the out of town line to the wells to improvements within the city limits incurred additional engineering fees for surveys.  The savings of eliminating the improvements to the well line have not yet been calculated, or the additional costs created by moving those linear feet to the city.  The mayor then inquired about paint specifications and were the engineers certain the contractor was only painting within specified temperature ranges, even with accelerants.  Jason will have until the January 11 meeting to gather the information requested on this issues.  He also noted the State of Kansas indicated in their last disbursement letter that the City is required to provide a Plan of Operation and draft of the Operation and Maintenance manual prior to the next distribution.  The Plan of Operation is to be finalized at 50% of project completion, the draft of manual at 70% and final O&M at 90%.  The City Clerk will be working with Jason in providing revenue and expense figures for 2008, 2009 and projections for the next three years.  This will be provided by the end of this week. 
COUNCIL MEMBERS REPORTS:

The mayor and council reported positive comments received on the Santa Comes to Town with the theme of Wizard of Oz.  Over 274 children and approximately 200 adults visited with Santa, the characters of Oz and viewed the scenery throughout the large room at the Community Building.  

Brown -  Report the N.I.C.E. committee had a modest turnout for the Christmas Tree lighting.  Musicians from the high school performed along with other local talent.
STAFF REPORTS:

Hopkins – The American Red Cross has scheduled a blood drive at the Udall City Building on Monday, December 21 from 2:00 – 6:00 p.m.  The program has determined there are not enough donors to fully utilize the donor van, so a small location for an “Express Drive” was located.  The Red Cross wants to continue bringing the program to the community and is using this alternative location.

Billman – Requested an executive session with legal counsel to discuss legal procedures.


MOTION:  Clasen moved, Smith seconded, adjourning to executive session not to exceed 15 minutes with right to 
counsel to discuss legal procedures.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Meeting resumed at the proper place and time.  No action taken.

Return to New Business Item #5 Budgeted payroll increases for 2010.  A 3% pay increase for all full-time employees was approved in the 2010 Budget during the approval process in July.  These increases were reviewed and scheduled for the first pay period in 2010.



MOTION:  Brown moved, Smith seconded, approval of the 3% pay increase for employees.  All voted aye, motion 
carried.


MOTION:  Brown moved, Smith seconded, going into executive session for 1 hour to discuss legal matters.

Meeting resumed at the proper place and time.  No action taken.

Energy Efficient Appliance Replacement Program


Income-eligible Kansans looking to purchase new, energy efficient appliances may now apply for assistance through the State Energy Efficient Appliance Replacement Program (SEEARP).  The program, created by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), provides rebate vouchers ranging from $200 to $800 to low-income consumers who purchase Energy Star rated appliances.  Qualifying appliances include new refrigerators, clothes washers, freezers, dishwashers and window air conditioners that have earned the Energy Star label.  Appliances to be recycled must be at least 10 years old.  Rebates may NOT be applied to purchases made prior to voucher approval.





To be eligible, applicants must meet SEEARP income guidelines.  Income limits are based on 75 percent of Kansas’ current median income, which follow:





1 Person $27,247


2 Persons $35,630


3 Persons $44, 014


4 Persons $52,397





To apply, please download application forms from KHRC’s website at � HYPERLINK "http://www.kshousingcorp.org" ��www.kshousingcorp.org�.  Applications will be processed on a first-come, first-serve basis as long as funds are available.  Due to the volume of applications received, incomplete applications or those without required documentation will not be accepted.  





Once an applicant is approved, KHRC will mail a rebate voucher to the consumer, who may take the voucher to a participating retailer.  Retailers honor the rebates (up to the amount of the voucher) as cash for the new appliance.  Amounts in excess of the voucher and any installation charges must be paid for by the consumer.





After delivering the new appliance and recycling the old unit in accordance with the Kansas Department of Health and Environment Guidelines, retailers may submit the rebate vouchers to KHRC for reimbursement.  KHRC will review all submitted documents to ensure program requirements have been met.  Once approved, KHRC will make payment directly to the retailer.
