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CITY OF UDALL AWARDED $124,615 SMALL COMMUNITIES IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (SCIP) GRANT FROM KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE


            


Feb. 8, 2010, the City of Udall was awarded a Small Communities Improvement Program (SCIP) grant from the Kansas Department of Commerce in the amount of $124,615.  The grant funding will go towards a complete revitalization of the Udall City Park.





While much of the work for the SCIP grant has been ongoing for quite some time, the City of Udall, in conjunction with the community’s Neighbors Involved in Community Enhancement (N.I.C.E.) Committee and many other groups began detailed work on the grant in November 2009.  After receiving results from the Udall “Quality of Life” survey, which was made available to the citizens through the local newspaper and at the city building, they decided on a revitalization of the Udall City Park – a project that would most benefit the citizens of Udall.  





Because the park was built after the 1955 tornado, many of the existing elements are more than 50 years old.  With the large number of committed volunteers, they set a goal to build an amphitheater, pavilion, restrooms and replace the play equipment, as well as making all of them available for use to those with disabilities. In addition to the park renovations, the project will also provide for two handicapped parking spaces.





Many hours of engineering work were donated by Randy Parker, friend of the city of Udall, for submission of the grant, in addition to help by other devoted volunteers and members of the community.  The SCIP grant will allow us to complete the project and provide much of the labor and materials on our own, while helping to off-set the cost.
