City of Offerle

Council Meeting 


Mayor Kenny Rogers called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m., members present were Jerry Konrade, Scott Butler and Kenny Ackerman, Don Wilson and Sidney Hicks were absent. Also present were Gary Meadows, Mark Frame, Mark Lampe and Vic Miller. 


Minutes from the January meeting were read, Jerry Konrade made a motion to accept the minutes with amendments, Kenny Ackerman seconded, motion carried. 


Gary Meadows was present to state the bank wants to run an electric line from the bank across the alley where a generator will be placed. The council felt this would be OK as long as the bank called Dig Safe before hand because of gas line and sewage line running down the alley and possibly other lines. Gary stated this would be done. Also the line needs to be marked so any new digging in the alley in the future can be done without hitting the line. Jerry Konrade made a motion to let the Offerle National Bank run an electric line across the alley behind the bank, Scott Butler seconded, motion carried. Gary thanked the council and left the meeting at 7:25p.m. 


Mark Frame (city’s attorney) was present to discuss the next step on getting something done with the burnt store and hole. Mark stated that since the owner has died it adds some concerns. The son has stated the property has been willed to him and he is willing to give the property to the city. Mark Frame will send a letter to him stating he needs to send proof of ownership of the property and if so, also a signed quick claim deed. If this is not possible, the city may have to condemn the property to get it cleaned up.


The council asked Mark Frame about updating the city’s codebook. Mark can check with the League of Kansas Municipalities on the cost for this and report back. Scott Butler made a motion to have Mark Frame check on this, Kenny Ackerman seconded, motion carried. 


The council asked Mark Frame what could be done about a resident who is dumping gray water onto his property and not into the sewage. Mark stated that the dumping of any sewage water is against state laws and will send or possibly have the sheriff deliver a letter to the resident to have it stopped within 30 days.


Junk cars were discussed about how to go about getting them cleaned up. Mark Frame stated to start with the hot spots first that has had complaints on them and work on to the next. The public officer (Mark Lampe) needs to note date of complaint and how the complaint was made and report to the city council and the city council will have the city’s attorney send a letter to have the junk cars removed.


The council asked Mark Frame if he would come back to the March meeting. Mark will come to the meeting. Mark left at 8:35p.m. 


Mark Lampe reported that a street sign was broken off while a tree trimming service was in town. The council told Mark to fix the sign and to get all the cost of fixing the sign and a bill will be sent to the tree trimmers for the cost.


Complaints have been made on a dog running loose. A letter will be sent to have the owner keep the dog home or the dog will be picked.


A resident has complained to a council member of a barking dog. The council feels the resident needs to talk to the person himself first to see if the problem can be fixed. If not a letter will be sent.


Mark Lampe gave the council a report on work done the past month. The water pump is working great since the repairs were done (still have not gotten a bill for this).


Mark gave a report on the meeting he attended in Salina for the fire department. Mark has been trying to see what can be done with water well # 3 that is pumping sand and is leaking water around the header. The council asked if packing could be put around the header where water is leaking. Mark will give this a try.


Mark asked about purchasing a sewage line-cleaning tool for $300.00. After discussion, the council feels this is something to look at in the future. Mark showed the council bids on mowers. The council asked Mark to look the bids over and see which mower he feels would be the best and to possibly go look at the ones he has picked and report back. The council asked Vic to bring copies of the 2009 financial summary to the next meeting as budgets will be coming up soon.


It was asked if the bills could be discussed and approved at the clerks report instead of waiting until the last of the meeting. This can be done. Bills were presented. Scott Butler made a motion to pay the bills, Kenny Ackerman seconded, motion carried. As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned at 10:30p.m.
