Regular Meeting December 12, 2011

 Motion carried to approve check journal 2011 12A as presented in the amount
of $77,977.53.

 In response to housing code violations Archie Riggs stated he was in the
process of trying to sell 803 N. Olive  and two different buyers had backed out;
stated that 806 N. Olive would probably be put up for sale in the spring of 2012.

 It was the consensus of the council to explore the possibility of buying 803 N.
Olive and check with the fire department to see if they could burn the residence
for training purposes.

 Ms. Dallke did not attend the meeting in regard to housing code violations.
 Motion carried to approve the renewal of the cereal malt beverage license for

IFR Inc. d.b.a. Peabody Market.

WATER PROBLEMS PROGRAM

The City has a special reporting and
monitoring system to gather data that will
help us try and pinpoint the exact cause and location of problems
within our water distribution system. The two main problems that have
been identified to date are 1) being below standard levels of pH and 2)
chlorine residuals. We are trying to determine the cause for these two
problems which could be non-toxic bacteria growth or improper cross-
connection from a private well system. Contributing factors also include
reduction of water consumption in specific portions of the system, inadequate
turn-over of water, numerous dead-end lines, and a system well beyond its
anticipated life expectancy. In efforts to accumulate all the data possible, we
urge all citizens/consumers that are experiencing quality of water issues
(discoloration, odor, taste) to report the issues directly to City Hall for
recording purposes. Ask to speak to Stephanie.

 Administrator Manning advised the council that Allegiance Communications will
increase their rates $3.00 per customer as of January 1, 2012.

 Street and Alley Committee reported they are looking at finishing Locust from
2nd Street south to the bridge with hot mix.  The balance of Locust would have a
double sealcoat application.  They are also looking at the three blocks of
Chestnut Street to possibly turn it back to a gravel roadway.

 As of December 12, Mayor Larsen has not been able to find a replacement
candidate for council and he was open to receiving recommendations.

Meeting adjourned at 8:14 p.m.

Regular Meeting December 27, 2011

 Public Hearing was held for an amendment to the 2011 budget. Legal Notice
was published in the Gazette on December 14, 2011.

 Manning outlined the proposed amendment to the General Fund from
$650,475.00 to $700,200.00; Special Highway Fund from $141,000.00 to
$161,000.00; Capital Improvement Fund from $107,000.00 to 130,000.00; Bond
& Interest Fund from $80, 911.00 to $90,950.00; and the Refuse Fund from
$69,050.00 to $77,000.00.  Woodruff asked if there were adequate funds to
cover these increases. Manning stated there was adequate cash to cover the
increases.

 Motion carried to close the public hearing on the amendment to the 2011
budget.

 Motion carried to approve the corrected minutes from December 12, 2011.
(Lamborn voted against the holiday gift for employees.)

 Motion carried to approve check journal No. 2011 12 B Payables in the amount
of $35,322.33 less $12,000 inter-fund transfers, net $23,322.33.

 Elmer Carson, Jr. was not present at the meeting to discuss housing violations
at 907 N. Vine.

 Motion carried to table council review of potential savings from removing alley
lighting until the January 9, 2012 council meeting.

 Motion carried to approve the renewal of the Cereal Malt Beverage License for
Mendoza’s Restaurant for 2012.

 Motion carried to approve the adoption of Amendment # 2 to the 2011 budget.
 Motion carried to authorize a donation of $50 in Peabody Bucks to the HUB for

their New Year’s celebration.
 Mac Manning, City Administrator advised the council that the city had received

a letter from the Marion County Board of Commissioners in regard to the city’s
request for the county to pay for the filing fee for obtaining an exemption on the
City Park.  They declined, but stated they would write a letter to the Court of
Tax Appeals in support of the City’s effort.

 Motion carried to direct the City Administrator to send a letter to State of Kansas
Court of Tax Appeals requesting them to waive the $400.00 application fee.
Also include a copy of the letter sent to Marion County.

 Motion carried to direct the City Administrator to negotiate with Mr. Riggs for the
purchase of this residence at 803 N. Olive. Manning is authorized to pay up to
$1,000 for the residence.

 Chief Burke advised the council that Katherine “Katie” King had started with the
City of Peabody as Animal Control Officer on December 14, 2011.

 Chief Burke advised the council that he had attended a meeting of the Marion
County LEPC committee in Peabody on December 8, 2011.  He stated that we
need to get more people from the City of Peabody involved or we stand a chance
of losing FEMA funding. Manning stated he would attend the next meeting of the
committee.

 Motion carried to go into executive session at 7:38 p.m. for 20 minutes for the
purpose of discussing non-elected personnel and also invited Mac Manning. The
governing body came out of executive session at 7:58 p.m.

 Motion carried to return to executive session at 8:00 pm. For 5 minutes for the
purpose of discussing non-elected personnel and also invited Mac Manning.

Judge of the City of Peabody Municipal Court.

 Manning requested that the governing body meet for a work session on
Thursday, January 5, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. to discuss such items as water rates,
deposits, connection fees, and personnel regulations.

 Mayor Larsen advised the council that he had selected and was appointing Tim
Peterson to fill the position on the council seat vacated by David Scott.

 Motion carried to confirm the mayor’s appointment of Tim Peterson to fill the
unexpired term of David Scott.
