Nova’s Singer Featherweight 221 Maintenance Workshop

Supply List


This is a maintenance workshop for functioning sewing machines, not a repair workshop for machines that are sick.  If your machine is not sewing well, you will need to schedule a time with me prior to the class for me to repair it.
There is a limit of one machine per student per class session.

Singer Featherweight 221 (or 222K)  machine with foot controller
Singer Lubricant – (available for purchase at class)
Universal Needles (Size 12 or 14 Schmetz preferred – bring what you normally piece with)

Good quality cotton thread, two colors preferable
Empty bobbin – (extra available for purchase at class)
Screwdrivers (if any came with your machine) –  (new screwdriver [correct size] available for purchase at class)
Scraps of fabric

Paper for notes

Two old, soft bath towels

Two old, soft wash cloths

Tabletop light (like Ott lite) and small, powerful flashlight for locating small holes and screws  – Tabletop light is not optional
Apron to protect your clothing

NOTE:  I carry several parts and accessories for Featherweights.  In the event you might be interested in any of these, you might want to bring a check with you, since I am not set up to take a credit card.

Additional Note: If you own multiple machines, select a black one for the class instead of a white one.
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
