Review Draft

Welcome! This draft zoning code was prepared by the Choteau Zoning Task Force, which is a group of people who are your friends and neighbors. It includes the Mayor, some members of the City Council, City-County Planning Board, Board of Adjustment, business people, and other long-time Choteau residents. They were assisted by a Montana-based consultant, and the project was partially funded by a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) from the federal government through the Montana Department of Commerce. However, neither the state nor the federal government tells us what must go into our zoning code or how to write it. Those are community decisions and will be made by your elected officials with your help.  

On March 5, the City held an Open House on the new draft zoning code from 4-7 PM at the Stage Stop Inn. We spoke with approximately 50 people about the new code, and while most folks were happy with what they saw, they made some very good comments and suggestions. The Task Force members studied those suggestions very carefully, and have made some changes to both the code and the map. Therefore, we are once again asking you to look over the draft code and zoning map, and please continue to tell us what you think. 

We are now moving into the adoption process. What you see now on this web site is what we call the “final working draft”, meaning that this is the draft with which we will begin the public hearings. There will be a public hearing before the Choteau Zoning Commission on Monday, March 26, beginning at 7:00 PM at the Choteau City Hall. The Commission will take public comment, and public participation is welcome as always. However you decide to participate, please do participate. We’re moving Choteau forward, but we can’t do it without YOU!
