Materials

Yardages based on 42" wide fabric

1-5/8 yds Brown Large Floral

5/8 yd  Yellow Small Vine

3/8yd  Olive Small Vine

3/8 yd  Purple Small Vine

3/8yd  Brown Large Vine

3/8yd  Olive Large Vine

3/8 yd  Purple/Cream Large Vine
3/8 yd  Purple/Lavender Large Vine
3/8 yd  Pink Large Vine

3/8yd  Yellow Leafy Toss

3/8yd  Olive Geometric

1/2yd Lt Brown Geometric

4 yds Backing of choice

Cut the Fabrics

WOF = Width of Fabric

From the Brown Large Floral cut:
24 — 8-7/8" squares

From the Yellow Small Vine cut:
5 - 8-7/8" squares

From the Olive Small Vine cut:
3 — 8-7/8” squares

From the Purple Small Vine cut:
2 - 8-7/8" squares

From the Brown Large Vine cut:
1-8-7/8" square

From the Olive Large Vine cut:
3 —8-7/8” squares

From the Purple/Cream Large Vine cut:
3 - 8-7/8” squares

From the Purple/Lavender Large Vine cut:

2 - 8-7/8" squares

From the Pink Large Vine cut:
4 — 8-7/8" squares

From the Yellow Leafy Toss cut:
3 —8-7/8” squares

From the Olive Geometric cut:
5—1-1/2" strips

From the Lt Brown Geometric cut:
6 —2-1/2" strips (for binding)

Directions

Sew the blocks: (sew with 1/4” seam allowance unless otherwise stated)
1. Draw a diagonal line in pencil across the wrong side of twenty-two
of the Brown Large Floral squares. (Set aside the two remaining

squares for Step 4 below.)

2. Pair a Brown Large Floral square with one of the assorted squares,
right sides together. Sew 1/4” away from the line on each side of
the line (Fig 1). Cut on the pencil line. Press open (Fig. 2). This will
make two squares which should measure 8-1/2".

3. Repeat with the rest of the assorted squares, pairing them with the
Brown Large Floral squares (marked with the diagonal line), except
for one square each of Yellow Small Vine, Purple/Cream Large Vine,
Purple/Lavender Large Vine and Yellow Leafy Toss (set these aside
for Step 4 below). You should have a total of 44 blocks.

4. Take the two squares of the Brown Large Floral (set aside from Step
1) and the four assorted squares (set aside from Step 3) and cut each
of these squares in half once diagonally.

5. Pair a Brown Large Floral triangle with one each of the different
triangles, right sides together. Carefully sew each pair together with
a 1/4” seam allowance on the long edge. Press open.

Assemble the rows:
1. Lay out the blocks as shown in the quilt image. The triangles of the

Brown Large Floral should form a zigzag down the length of the

rows.
2. Sew the blocks together lengthwise into rows of eight blocks. Press

the seams between the blocks of the two adjacent rows in opposite

directions.
3. Sew the two adjacent pieced block rows together along the long

edges, matching seams. Repeat for a second two-row set.

Assemble the quilt:

1. Sew the 1-1/2” strips of Green Lattice together end to end. Press.
Measure the length of the rows (adjust if necessary to a consistent
length). Measure and cut three strips the length of the rows.

2. Using the quilt illustration for proper placement, sew the strips just
cut to the long edges of the rows of blocks. Press seams toward the
narrow strips.

3. Assemble the quilt by sewing the rows together. Press seams toward
the narrow strips.

4. Baste and quilt as desired. Bind and label the quilt to finish.
