Downtown Milliken has seen plenty of change just 
since the beginning of the year.  At long last there is 
construction activity, with old structures cleared 
early in the month, site grading and surveying that 
followed, and now by month’s end, footings, founda-
tion and walls are being poured. The demolition of 
houses and service station which stood for decades 
was bittersweet but we are certain we will be proud 
of the new facility which will stand on the site.     

Many residents have asked why it took so long to 
get started.  Unfortunately the costs of construction 
last summer and fall were inflated largely due to 
high fuel and steel prices.  But lowered commodity 
process and an economic downturn have reduced 
costs and allowed the Town to commence the pro-
ject and contribute in some measure to the eco-
nomic recovery for Northern Colorado.  The project 
is now on schedule to be completed by mid-fall so 
long as Mother Nature cooperates for the remainder 
of the winter.
