                      dog registrations and renewals, too.  Take advantage of this opportunity! 
Reminder:  All dogs older than 6 months must be registered annually with the Town. 

Signs on Public Property—Not on Street Lights & Highway Signs  
It’s garage sale season and we see a lot of homemade signs posted around town.  By ordinance, signs may not be posted on public 
property.  The Milliken Police are most concerned about handbills, posters and placards that are attached to traffic control signs, or 
light and utility poles.  They can be both a traffic hazard and, since folks frequently do not remove the signs, a source of litter.  
 

Other options are attaching a sign to a cardboard box filled with a weighted material to prevent it from blowing away. Attach the 
sign to a wooden stake and please remember to remove the signs when the event is over. If you have questions about signs or their 
placement please call the Police Department 970-587-2772 during business hours or 356-1212 (press 4) after hours.
