Beginning January 1, 2010, residents will see an increase in their monthly trash collec-
tion rates of $.25 due to an increase imposed by Waste Management. This will bring 
the monthly cost per residence to $13.00 per month. The Town’s $1.00 per month or 
$.50 per month (senior qualifying discount) administrative service charge stays the 
same to cover all administrative costs such as billing and mailing, bringing the monthly 
per residence rate to $14.00 or $13.50 for qualifying seniors 55 and over. 
 

Included in your monthly service rates is one 96 gallon trash container, weekly collec-
tion of trash, one or more 18 gallon co-mingled recycling containers for bi-weekly curb-
side recycling collection, and participation in the Town’s Annual Spring and Fall Cleanup 
Programs. Information on the Annual Cleanup Programs will be made available to resi-
dents in early spring and fall of each year. You may request additional 96 gallon trash 
containers at a rate of $6.50 per month and you may set out additional bags for collec-
tion on trash day at $1.75 per bag.  Waste Management bills directly for additional bags 
and services.  Your weekly trash collection day will remain the same, every Monday.
