We listened to you and made some changes to this 
popular program: 
1. SimplicityðEven an advanced quilter enjoys a 
quick and easy project, so this yearôs blocks are perfect for 
everyone! Each block is made of only three fabrics and 
easily made on a Friday evening! We have also designed a 
simple setting for the blocks. 

2. Colorsðthe most popular colorways we keep hearing are 
pink and brown and blues (with anything).  So, that is 
what we picked.  (I think many of you will want to make 
both.) 

3. ScrappyðYep, you told us you wanted blocks that had lots 
of color and lots of different fabrics.  If you make the quilt 
as designed, it includes 74 different fabrics. 

4. Cost ïWe have designed a quilt that has a simple, yet  
elegant feel.  Since we put all the fabrics into the blocks, 
there is less fabric in the finishing kits.  This yearôs  
finishing kits is only $70. 

 
Ann Harper and Janice Jarrett (me) designed the quilt with 24 
different 9ò blocks.  Each month you will receive one kit 
(fabric and pattern) and a second pattern.  We will have  
fabrics available to purchase to create the second block or you 
may use your own.  Even better, at the end of the month, the 
bolts used in the current monthôs blocks will be put out for 
sale and not held back!  
 
The two quilts will be unveiled on March 6th.  We will begin 
taking sign-ups on that day (and not before!)  Sign-up is $20 
and includes a free pass to miss one monthôs pick-up.  In  
addition, we will continue the Monday night pick-up.

It is becoming all 
the rage!! 

English Paper piecing is a technique that dates back to at least 1813. It's a  
wonderfully simple method for constructing intricate quilts with lots of perfectly matched 
points. Usually a one-patch, most commonly using hexagons, it might also be done using  
triangles, diamonds, squares or a combination. It's completely done by hand and can be 
assembled in modular units so you can take it with you wherever you go and make use of 
those idle moments. 

We put together a kit to make it easier on you.  In a zippered bag, you will find 100  
hexagons, needle  threaders, a needle case, thread, 
scissors and more.  All you have to do is add the 
fabric for only $19.95. 

For the fabric, a charm pack is a perfect solution.  
Simply cut it into fourths and you can make a table 
runner.  For more variety, try the new Moda  
Sampler.  This box holds 12 charm packs that are  
2 1/2ò x 2 1/2ò, perfect for this project.  Pick one 
up for only $40.
