Hook, Line & Sinker - Beginners Beware!  These sessions are meant to lure 
you into the wonderful world of quilting without sinking your wallet. Test the 
waters with Judy! You will complete three projects during this three hour class. 
No experience needed!!  We provide the machine, cutting tools, and accessories.  
$40 includes all supplies.  5/19 5p-8p, 6/11 1p-4p, 7/21 1p-4p, 8/18 5p-8p  
 

Learn to Quilt - OCQ'S  Signature Class, specializing in beginners. Judy Engime 
takes students on a 10 week trip. Your trail begins with fabric and ends with  
quilting and binding, completing a nine block sampler quilt while learning many 
techniques. Class members receive special discounts on things needed along the 
way.  $110 + supplies. Tuesday nights 6p-8p starting 6/7, ending 8/16. Next  
Tuesday night session starts 9/13. Saturday Morning sessions (9a-11a) start 11/5 
 

Fabric Selection Workshop - This has to be my favorite part of  
quilting  ..selecting the fabric! I do understand that not all of you share my  
enthusiasm. We will briefly review color theory, but concentrate on tips of fabric 
selection and how to become more comfortable with figuring out how much  
fabric you need for specific needs. Care of fabrics and quilts will also be discussed.

Cutting Workshop - Cutting your fabric accurately is one of the most  
important aspect to an even block. We will review the “do’s & don’ts” of cutting.

Basic Machine Quilting - An introduction to the basic techniques of machine 
quilting. This class will give you the confidence to complete machine quilted  
projects.

Binding Workshop - The first part of the workshop will be a demonstration on 
the different methods of binding to include machine binding and bias binding. 
There will be approximately five different methods discussed. The remaining time 
will be used to help you with a binding project of your choice.

Label Making Workshop - Every quilt should be labeled! Judy will show you 
many creative ways to label your quilts as well as demonstrations of different  
techniques.  You will have the opportunity to complete a label using the technique 
of your choice.

Yellow Brick Road - This is one of my favorite patterns to suggest to the  
beginner quilter. The pattern is easy to understand and looks different every time 
you make it. In this class we will review the basics of fabric selection, cutting, and 
construction of the quilt top.

Disappearing Nine Patch Table Topper -  This is way easier than it looks! A 
great first project for those with no quilting experience at all! We will start with 
some quilting basics including cutting and piecing while completing the top of the 
quilt in a day! 6/5 1p-4p  $25 + supplies. 
 

Quilt As You Go Baby Quilt - Another great first project for a new quilter. 
You will learn the technique of piecing and quilting at the same time as well as an 
introduction to machine appliqué.
