The
hearing hasto be set 21 days after publication in the paper andit hasto be published weekly for
3 consecutive weeks. The public hearing dateis to be set for the Town Council Meeting on
May 26" at 7:00 pm.

Kevin Sair stated that he was not 100% sold on this issue yet with regard to fees and overage
charges. Mayor Moser stated that those issues are not valid until the district is actually created.
Steve Gubler also said that current water rates will probably increase regardless of whether

Regarding vehicles, he said that Brush 191 needed to be replaced due to the amount of
work needto get it up to code. Bruch 194 needs some work to bring to code that will cost about
$1200-1300. The camouflage water tender needs to be painted and they are getting bids. He
also said that they are working with state to replace two of the old water tenders. They may
needto go up north to pick them up. The Fire crew will bein training in Cedar City the 29-30"
of April.
