The Planning 
Commission is still debating whether or not to allow golf courses to count as open space for the 
purpose of density credits for PUDs. 
 
Evelyn Greco asked what golf course was being talked about.  Mayor Moser explained that it 
wasn’t a specific golf course, but there was discussion on whether or not to allow future golf 
courses to count as credit toward increasing density credits for PUDs. 
 

11. Report from the Fire Department. 
 
Chief Bass stated that Brush 191 is almost complete.  It just needs the radio and antenna hooked 
up.  The fire department now has two water tenders that were picked up from the state.  The 
tanks for those should be picked up next week and they will be ready for use.  Chief Bass 
continued stating that there will be a lot of fires this year, and advised the town to keep their 
yards clear and not to burn.  The burn pile would probably be burned in about a week and then 
that would be the end of the burn pile. 
 
Mayor Moser announced that the Fire Department was broken into and that two vehicles were 
stolen and used to break into the local gas station.  There is a police investigation underway.  
The vehicles have been recovered with minor damage.  There was some equipment stolen that 
has not been recovered. 
 
Mayor Moser made a motion to offer a $500 reward for information leading to the arrest of 
those responsible for the theft.   Evan Brown seconded the motion.  Vote: Evan Brown-yes, 
Dale Kingsley-yes, Kevin Sair-yes, and Mayor Moser-yes.  The motion passed 4/0. 
 
Mayor Moser asked the Clerk to post a flyer with this information on the Town bulletin board 
and on the Town’s website.
