Detective Situli Tafili spoke about gang activity in the area. He said that there is a lot of gang
activity here is Southern Utah. He said that there were more than 480 documented gang
members here in So. Utah. Those include members of gangs such as Surefios, Nortefios,
Bloods, Crips, Banditos, White Supremacists, as well as many other smaller gangs. He said
that most of the large gangs are overseen by gang bosses from the prisons. The gang members
often leave cities such as Los Angeles to avoid being convicted under the three-strikes law.
Some of these members end up in So. Utah. He told several stories of gang violence that has
happened in the area.
