Kevin Sair announced that he would be hosting a concealed weapons permit class at the Town
office March 16" from 6-10pm. The cost will be $50 that will be paid to the state certified
military specialist who will be conducting the class. There will be an additional $60 for a state

permit.

Denny Bass added that they wouldn’t get the permit right away. He said that it usually to a
month or so to run a background check before the permit is issued.

I’'m working on code violations with the town attorneys.

I’'m working with residents to either remove their signs or
bring them up to code. Many have complied. Signs have to be code compliant regardless of the content.

I’ve also sent out reminders to license dogs.

Business licenses are also past due.

The big dumpsters will be here March 16th, 17th and 18th. I’d like to remind everyone to keep the area
clean. We do not have a burn pile at this time, so everything has to go into the dumpsters. When they are
full, do not put anything else in them.
