1. The meeting was called to order at 6:02 pm.

5. Public Comments 

 

Bonnie Maddocks asked if there were a possibility that the Town could get some money to 

pave some roads as the water work is done. 

 

Mayor Moser said that the Town was going to try to get some additional funding to pave some 

roads and do some chip and seal.

9. Report and recommendation from the Big Plains Water and Sewer SSD 

 

Denny Bass reported that they had an open house for the public and that they were still waiting 

for the second half of their funding to be approved and that they expected to be in the water 

business by May and for construction to start in June.  He also said that the public hearing for 

the water rates would be next Wednesday at 6:00 pm.
