T Russell thanked C Nyman for wanting to do this job. Would slie want to be pait of the Historic Commission?
D Castle believed that she would be part of the Historic Commission.
R Liechty met with K Seethaler and T Hicken and they felt Iike it was too much for her to be the secretary, the Historian and
be on the Commisgion.
S Bankhead said that she will meet with C Nyman and figure out what her duties will be.
R Liechty said tonight we are voting to accept you as the City Historian.
D Astle said it was discussed that there would be a 6 year term limit with ability to go another 6 years.
T Russell said this position will go through the Council. The Historic Preservation Commission cannot decide what her duties
will be. He understood that she would be the IHistorian, part of the Cominission afid take the minutes. If it is too much she can
come and talk to the Council about her duties.

Ttem No. 2. Resolution No. 11-012: The Providence City Council will consider for adoption a resolution approving the
Development Agreement for Alder Square Commercial Subdivision Phase 3 Lot 114.

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S Bankhead explained that the final plat has already been approved by the Planning Commission. The Planning Commission
approves the final plat, the Council approved the Development agreement and Max Pierce approves the construction
drawings. Nothing can be recorded until all 3 items have been approved. This development agreement will be recorded with
the final plat. The site work will be done by another company. The bond inclndes the off-siie improvements.
B Bagley asked about the warranty period and the warranty bond.
S Bankhead explained the difference between the two.
B Bagley asked about the terms of agreement.
S Bankhead said some of the things they agree to go on for perpetuity. Everything in this agreement that is ongoing they will
live with for 20-30 years.
T Russell asked about water shares.
S Bankhead said no additional water is needed. They gave water shares during the first phase. There are also some dates left
blank because staff doesn’t know the date until the construction drawings are approved.
B Bagley wants to make sure that the City knows what Sears is doing and what Amsource is required to do.

J Russell asked if the developer wonld be able to split the lot if Sears decided not fo come.

Resolution 11-013: The Providence City Council will consider for adoption a resolution approving the
Providence City Protection of Atliletes with Head Injuries Concussion and Head Injury Policy. :

The Council suggested some spelling corrections.

S Bankhead pointed out that staff has talked to the City’s coaches and they are scared to death of this resolution. State Code
says this section does not create a cause of action. If this fails the City and coaches should 1ot be held responsible.

D Astle asked what the policy will do to increase the City’s legal liability.

S Bankhead said that is what the canse of action is supposed to prevent.

D Astle said he feels like the coaches (agents) if they make a wrong call could canse the City to be held liable for injury. ‘
S Bankhead said again that is what the cause of action is supposed to prevent. There is training available on line for coaches.
She feels this is a lot of responsibility put on the coaches. She told the Council abont the head injury one of her danghters
went through.

T Russell said this is law now. There has to be a written policy.

~ & Banikhead said this City Code is consistent with State Code. She feels like protecting children needs to be done. Parents

need to protect their children. Our coaches are covered under the City’s liability insurance.
J Russell asked what happens if the Council doesn’t pass this policy.
S Bankhead said if a coach doesn’t follow the State Code and the City doesn’t have a policy the State will want to know why.
The parent is under no obligation to report injuries. _ ‘
D Low asked if we could make it mandatory if there is a head injury that the child has to sit out the rest of the game.
S Bankhead suggested putting up a sign conceming head injurjes. The coaches will nave to remember to deal with this.
