Glenn Smith called meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  He then asked that last month’s 

meeting minutes be read.  Minutes were read by clerk, Lana Peart.  

Don Dalke moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Glenn, approved by the board

unanimously.

The floor was then turned over to Cindy Gooch to explain the ordinances to be reviewed tonight.  We will be working on Chapter 7, Commercial and light industrial zones.
Cindy began by presenting the board with a copy of Chapter 6, Residential Zones, with the recommendations made by the board at the last meeting.  She had researched the old code and found no concrete limits on the number of animals allowed in that document.  

The “limited number” of animals will be defined in the definition section of the new Code.  She had included the definition of semi-rural in the draft she provided.  The board seemed to like the definition given.  It will be included in the final draft as well.  
Pauline asked for clarification of the side set backs for RA1.  She had 10 feet in her notes.  The rest of the board remembered setting 20 feet.  The building height maximum was recommended to be 35 feet to go along with the Universal Code.  

The board then began work on Chapter 7, Commercial and Light Industrial Zones.  
Cindy briefly explained this section and the difference in the three zones, Main Street Commercial, Highway Commercial and light industrial.  The board then made their recommendations for permitted and conditional uses for land uses and activities in each zone.  The matrixes for primary structures and accessory structures were discussed.  
Next month we will be working on Chapter 2, the Administration portion of the ordinance dealing with policies and procedures.  It is a large section and may take two work sessions.  

The posing of questions by interested citizens, not on the agenda, was discussed.  The board was in agreement that citizens will have a chance to make their comments in the public hearing when the ordinance has been completed by the P&Z board.  Citizens are welcome any time to come to listen to the board’s proceedings.  

Cindy mentioned that it was possible to allow for comments before or after the session, but it must be listed on the agenda.  Christine said she thought we needed better communication about what we were discussing.  The addition of some detail to the agenda was suggested by Cindy.  

Cindy also told the board that she had made arrangements for a lady from the League of Cities and Towns to come to our area to do a training sometime later this spring.  It would be beneficial for our community and the surrounding towns would be invited to participate.  A date would be set later.  The next board meeting is scheduled for April 4, 2012, at 7:00 pm.

The meeting was brought to a close at 8:10 pm.  The motion to adjourn was made by Pauline, seconded by Tammy, unanimously approved.    
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
