Mayor Winder called the meeting to order at 6:34 pm.  

Charlene McLean was invited to talk first, so that she could leave the meeting.  She explained that she had just come to renew her conditional use permit first issued to her in 2007.  It is for the purpose of providing kennels for injured and abandoned pets behind her home.  The board saw no problem in continuing the permit.  She was given a new application to fill out and will come in and pay the $25 fee.  The motion was made by Brian to approve her permit, seconded by Chris.

She also asked if it was possible to have the town help her purchase a catch pole to facilitate catching stray animals.  The mayor told her to get some prices and he thought that this could be done, considering the service she was providing the town.  When we had the cost, it could be approved by the board.  

Clerk Lana Peart then read the bills for the month.  The bills were moved to be approved by Brian, seconded by Chris and the board agreed unanimously.  
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and moved to be approved by Brian, seconded by Chris Adams, approved unanimously. 
The board then moved on to old business.  Chris reported that she had read in the newspaper that Garden City will be starting their own recreation programs this summer, so there isn’t much sense asking for assistance from them.  She still plans to ask Woodruff for their participation.  

The Mayor had asked the Church custodian about a lock on the grate on the ditch near the church.  He didn’t want to put one on, due to accessibility issues.  The Mayor will have our maintenance man take care of this as soon as weather permits.    
The recreation committee has been meeting and has plans for a teen Easter Egg Hunt on April 7, 2012.  They have already got a lot of good prizes lined up and the eggs to hunt purchased.  They are taking care of advertising and putting on the hunt.  
The Mayor is meeting with an architect and an engineer tomorrow at the Scout House at 3:30 to begin the feasibility study.  The ownership of the building has been determined.  The building itself belongs to the town, but the ground it sets on is the County’s.  We should know more about this matter in the near future.  

The Mayor has an estimate on the Pavilion improvement.  He estimates it to be about $4500,  that is with most of the labor donated.  Christ suggested we look at the Davis County Pavilion to get some ideas for awnings or aluminum roll downs.  Bryan Thomson will be in charge of most of the construction.  Brian Weyers moved to approve the project and Chris Adams seconded.  

The board then discussed new business.  The Mayor will try to get the donated Santa Claus from the Senior Center as soon as possible. 
PLANNING AND ZOINING:  Chris reported that the Planning and Zoning ordinance update was going well and they would be meeting again in April.
ROADS:  Sim was not in attendance.  We will discuss more on road matters when he can attend.
WATER:  Brian reported on the meeting he attended.  He had discussed the use of Bear River Health Department for our sampling at the conference.  It was agreed that we would begin using Chem Tech Ford for this service in the future.  He had also updated our Consumer Confidence report and discussed our penalty points.  
He mentioned that we may be having a sanitary survey in the near future and asked for a key to the gate at the spring.  

He said we could still have the same deal on the meters that we would like to put in and asked if we were current on our tank inspection.  We have just recently cleaned both tanks.  

The Nielson reservoir is now filling.  Bryan Thomson is watching our water quality very carefully and will soon begin using the pumps. We will invoke our source protection rights if necessary in this situation. 

RECREATION:  Lyn was absent and no activities are currently being held.
Brian Weyers had heard some discussion about curbs and gutters.  The Mayor stated that he thought this was years away and we need to address our sidewalk issues before this was even discussed.  

The Mayor has been asked by the Utah State Department of Environmental Protection to provide them with a Town Engineer.  This is to answer engineering questions and to work with them on any town engineering issues.  The Mayor would like to use Zan Murray of JUB Engineering.  He has worked with our community on several projects, most recently the update of our water master plan, so he understands our situations.  The motion was made by Brian and seconded by Chris to use Zan.  The motion was approved unanimously.   

The Mayor moved to close the meeting at 7:35 and Chris seconded, the board gave unanimous approval.
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
